NOTICE is he reby given by t he Florida Public Service 
Conunission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests 
are adversely affected files a petition for formal proceeding 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. 

By Order No. 16539, this Conunission established the Ene rgy 
Conservation Loan Test Program designed to promote loans by 
financial institutions to residential customers of electric and 
gas utilities. The program is an extension of an existing 
program and is designed to s pur improvements in the energy 
efficiency of residential dwell ings in Florida. In so doing, 
we anticipate that substantial gains in the energy conservation 
will be realized. 

The loan program requires that each participating utility 
submit a plan for Conunission ilpproval which def i nes how the 
utility will coordinate with financial institutions in its 
geog raphic serv ice area to promote the loans . A financial 
i ns titution that desires to participate in a particular 
ut ility-sponsored plan may apply for Conunission approval by 
evidencing its inte nt to follow both the guidelines of the 
program and the utili t y plan. 

On February 6 , 1989, the AmSouth Bank of Pensacola (Bank) 
filed its petition to participate in the test plan of Gulf 
Power Company, which we approved in Order No. 16780 dated 
October 27, 1986. The Bank anticipates that it wi 11 loan no 
more than $2 , 000,000 during the fiscal year ending June 30, 
1989, in the service area of Gulf Power Company. 

Having reviewed the request by the Bank for participation 
in the Energy Conservation Loan Test Program, we find that the 
Bank has demonstra ted its ability to make and maintain loans 
under the program up to the specified limit. 

It i s, therefo re, 
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ORDERED by the florida Pub lic Service Conunission t hat t he 
request of t he AmSouth Bank of Pensacola for approval to l oan 
up to $ 2 ,000,000 in the Energy Co nse r vation Loan Test Program 
during the fiscal year ending June 30, 1989, is hereby 
granted. It is further

The actio n proposed here i n is preliminary i n nature and 
wil l not become e ffecti ve or final, e xcept as prov ided by Rule 
25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. Any pers on whose 
s ubs tantial i nte rests are affected by the action pro posed by 
this o rder may file a petitio n for a formal proceeding, as 
provided by Rul e 25-22.029 (4) , Florida Administrati ve Code, in 
the form prov ide d by Rul e 25-22 .036 (7)(a) and ( f ), Florida 
Administrative Code. This petition must be received by the 
Di rector, Divis ion of Records and Repor ting at his office at 
101 East Gaines Street, Tal lahassee , Florida 32399-0870 , by the 
close of business on Apri 1 6, 1989 . In the absence of such a 
petition, this order s ha 11 become effective Apr i 1 7, 1989, as 
provided by Rule 25-22.029(6), Florida Administrative Code, and 
as reflected in a s ubsequent order. 
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Any objection o r protest filed in t hi s docket before the 
issu a nce date of this order is considered abandoned unle ss it 
satisfies the forego ing conditions and i s r e newed within the 
s pecified protes t period. 

If this order becomes final and effective on April 7 , 
1989, any party adversely affected may request j udicial review 
by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, gas or 
te lepho ne ut i lity or by the First District Court of Appeal in 
the case of a water or sewer u t ility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Division o f Reco rds and Repor t ing and 
f iling a copy of the notice o f appeal and the filing fee with 
the appropria t e c ourt. This filing must be comp leted within 
thirty (30) days of the effective date of t hi s orde r, pursuant 
t o Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 
9.900(a) , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
