FINAL ORDER INDI CATING THE EXEMPT STATUS OF 
RED BEACH R.V. PARK 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

Red Beach R.V. Park (Red Beach or the park) is a 106 unit 
recreational vehiclt! park with il ssoc iotod man.:~gorial a nd 
recreationa l tlmenitles l ocated oft Tructo r Ro ad in Sect ion 5 , 
TOwnship 35 So uth, Rang e 29 East, in Highlands County, 
Fl o rida . This l ocation is south of Sebring, Florida , from 
wh1ch the park wi 11 receive its water supply. The owne r 
intends to construct a sewage treatment facili t y for service to 
the c vernight customers in the 106 u n its in t he park o nly and 
no t for service to anyone o utside the park. The cost for this 
service will be included in the rental fees fo r the l ots which 
will include c harges for water . sewer and electric. 

Pursuant to Sect ion 367.031, Florida Statutes, t he owner of 
the park must present either a certificate authorizing serv ice 
o r proof of exemptio n from the Commission' s jurisdi ct i o n to t he 
Depart men t of Environmental Regulati on prior to o bta i ning a 
perm1t for construction of the proposed sewage treatment 
facilit y . By letter received by this Conunission February n 
1969, the owner of Red Beach has requester! exempt ion f rom ou r 
regulation. Included with his le!: ter req1.esti ng exemption is 
an affidavit of the owner attesting to hi s in t enti on to serve 
onl y the units wit tnn the pa 1k and t hat he will charge o ne 
nightly rental fee which will include water, sewer and electric 
service. Sectio n 367.022(5), Florida Statutes , provides an 
e xemption from th i s Conunission's regulati o n for l and l o r ds 
prov1ding sewer service to t he ir tenants without specific 
c ompensation for the service . 

Upo n consideration of the foregoing, we find that t he 
proposed sewage treatment facility for Red Beach R.V. Park is 
exempt from this Conunission's regulation pursuant to Section 
367.022(5). Florida Statutes. However, should there be any 
change in ci r cumstances o r method ol .;>peration, the o•,.,ner of 
Red Beach R.V. Park o r his successors in interest shall inform 
this Commission wi thin thirty days of such change s o that we 
may determine whether exempt status i s stil l appropriate. 

Based on the f o rego ing, it is therefo r e 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission t h at the 
proposed sewage treatment facility f o r Red Beach R. V. Park, 
located of f Tracto r Ro ad in Section 5, Township 35 South, Range 
29 East, Highlands County, Florida, is exempt from regulation 
by this Conunission pursuant t o SocLion 367.022 ( 5). Flo rida 
Statutes. I t is further 

ORDERED that should there be any c hange in circumstances o r 
method of operation, the owner or the successors in interest of 
Red Beach R.V . Park shall inform this Conunission wi thi n thirty 
days of such change so that we may determine whether 
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exempt s tatus is s ti 11 appro priate. It is further 

ORDERED that Docket No . 890221-SU is hereby closed.
