ORDER REQUlRING IMPLEMENTATION OF 
EXTENDED AREA SERVI CE 

BY THE COMMISSION:

By Order No. 20492, issued December 21, 1988, we announced 
our intention to require impleme ntatio n of extended a rea 
service (EAS) between the Clay County pocket area o f the 
Florahome exchange and the Keystone Heights exchange, upon 
terms and conditions specified in the Order. The Florahome 
exchange is served by Alltel Florida, Inc. (Alltel), while the 
KeysLone Heights exchange is served by Southe rn Bell Telephone 
and Telegraph Company (Southern Bell). Our proposed action in 
Order No. 20492 became final after expiration of the protest 
period and upon issuance of a consummating order, Orde.r No . 
20596 , on January 12, 1989. 

These orders required Alltel to survey the subscribers 
located in the Clay County pocket area of the Flo rahome 
exchange for flat-rate, two-way, nonoptional EAS under the 
25/25 plan, to and from the Keystone Heights e xchange. Alltel 
mailed eighty-eight (88) ballots to all customers of record on 
Februa ry 10, 1989, to be returned by March 17, 1989 . 

Seventy-four (74) or 84% of the ballots were returned. 
Sixty (60) subscribe r s ( 68\) voted in favor of the 25/25 plan, 
while fourteen (14) subscribers (16\) voted against the plan. 
Fourteen (14) subscribers (16\) failed to return their 
ballots. In order for the survey to pass, we required a margin 
of 50\ plus one (1) favorable vote (at least 45 votes) out of 
all subscribers surveyed. Therefore, the su rvey has passed and 
Alltel and Southern Bell are directed to take the necessary 
action to implement the provlslons o f Orde r s No. 20492 and 
20596 within twelve (12) months of customer approval, in 
accordance with the terms and conditions specified in those 
Orders. 

Final l y, ~ ince this EAS request involves a n interLATA 
route, Southern Bell must con tinue to pu rsue waiver of Judge 
Greene's Modified Final Judgment in order to implement the plan. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 
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ORDERED by the fl o rida Public Service Commissio n that 
Al ltel F l o rida, Inc. and Southern Bel l Telepho ne and Telegraph 
Compar y shall implement exte nded a r e a serv i c e pursuant to the 

e r ms set forth herein. It is further 

ORDERED t hat 
appropriate tariffs 
implemented.
