On March 31, 1989 , Southern Bell Telephone and Te l e graph 
Company (Bell) filed a revi s ion (T-89-191) to its General 
Subscriber Service, Private Line Se rvice and Access Service 
Tariffs, propos ing new ra te level s and st ructures for Private 
Line and Special Access Se rvices. On that date, Bell also

filed a revision (T-89-192) to i ts Private Line Service and 
Access Service Tariffs, proposing a waiver of installation 
charges . for ' certain high capacity Private Line and Special 
Access Services. Bo t h revisions will be refer red to herein as I 
athe Revisions.N 

Based on its prel i minary revi ew, Staf f noted that the 
Revisions lacked relevant cost info rmation and were accompanied 
by tariff pages prepared in an inappropriate legislative 
format. Accordingly, Staff recommende d at our Agenda 
Conference on May 2, 1989 , that we rejec t the Re visions. 

Section 364. U5 , Flo rida Statutes (1987), prov ides that we 
may withhold consent t o proposed new ra tes for no longer t hat 8 
months fr om the filing date of a tariff revi sion . Fo r purposes 
of this statute, Be ll' s r e presentatives s tated at the 
conference that the company would not consider the a-month 
period comme nce d unti l a ll requi s ite data have bee n submitted 
and ac cepted by the Commi ssion and the associated 
confidentiality request has been reso lved . In lieu of 
rejecting the Rev isions, we accept Bell's commitment and 
suspend the Revisio ns. Mo reove r, we direct Sta f f to inform the 
Chairman in the event that this requisite data is not provided 
by Bell wi thin 60 days of the date o f the Agenda Conference. 

Therefore, it is 

ORDERED by the Flor ida Public Service Commission that the 
tariff revisions (T-89-191 and T- 89-192) filed by Sou t hern Be ll 
Telephone and Telegraph Company o n March 31, 1989, are hereby 
suspended. It is furthe r 
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ORDERED that Southern Bell Telephone and Telegraph 
Company's commitment made at our Age nda Conference on May 2, 
1989, t ha t the company would not consider co~nenced t he a-month 
period established by Section 36 4 .05, Florida Statutes (1987), 
until all r equisite data have been submitted and accepted by 
the Commission and the associated con fidentiali ty request has 
been r esolved is hereby accepted in lieu of our :rejecting its 
tariff revisions (T-89-19 1 and T-89-192). I t is further 

ORDERED that o u r Staff s ha ll inform the Chairman in the 
even t t hat Southern Bel l Telephone and Telegraph Company fails 
to submi t within 60 days of our May 2, 1989 Agenda Conference 
the data that is required above to be filed. It is further 

ORDERED that this docket shal l remain open for further 
proceedings .
