Lo ng r e x tensions may be gran ted upon 

s howi ng of good cause. Jncompl 'to o r inco r rect repo rt s are 

cons1de red delinquent, with a 30 day g•ace peliod in which to 

supply the missing i n formation. 

Pursuan t to Rul e 25-30. 110( 6 )( c ), Florida Admini st rative 

Code, any utility that fails to timely file a comp l ete annual 

repo rt is subject to ponalli<'s abscnl demonstration of good 

cause f o r noncomp lianc'. The penall y set out in Rule 

25-30 .1 10(7), Florida Admini:;L•·1Live Code , fo r C lass C 

utilities is $ 3 .00 per day. T he penalty calculation is based 

on the number of days clapsC'd since March 3 1. or the app r o ved 

c x tenst o n dale and the actua l dale o( fi l ing. The d ate of 

filing i s inc ludeo in computing the number of d<~ y s e l apsed.

S ince Coasta l h<ts no 

previous exericnce in develop i ng a n nual repo rts and i s 

experiencing finilncial diCfi c ulties , we fi nd it a ppropri ate to 

wa ive the fine Co r the 1987 annua l repor L . In add i t i o n we note 

that the utility did time ly file a 1988 annual report whi c h is 

currently under review by th is Con1111ission. 

Based o n the f oregoi ng , it appear s that Coast a 1 hil c; fa i l ..!d 

to comply with the 19 87 annual repor t r equirements and i s i n 

vi o la ion of Rule 25-30.110, fl o • ida Admi ni s trative Code. 

llowcvc•. in view of the financ i ,ll diffit.ulties and incxpct iencc 

of this utility, and the fact that t he utility has timely filed 

a 1988 annual report , we find it app10p riate to waive t he $ 39 

fine aga1nst Coastal for failure t o ti me ly file its 1987 annual 

rcpo1L and cl ose this docket .
