By Order No. 14132, issued February 27 , 1985, this 
Commission authorized the provision of compPtitive pay 
telephone service on a toll-only basis in addition to the PATS 
t hat is currently provided by the local exchange companies . 
Effective June 24 , 1985. Section 36t!.3J5(4) , Florida Statues 
( 1985), was amended to expand our authority to grant to PATS 
providers the authority to offer local PATS in addition to the 
previously allowed toll PATS. In Order No. 14132 , we set forth 
the requirements for certification of PATS providers as well as 
the terms , conditions, service standards and rates that apply 
to the prov1s1on of PATS. Additionally, we required PATS 
providers to comply with the requirements of Section 350 . 113, 
Flo rid a Statutes, which imposes a regu 1 a tory assessment fee. 
We also required each PATS provider to report to the Commission 
the number of pay telephone instruments that it operates in 
Florida . This report should be filed in conjunctio n with a 
PATS provider's payment of its regula tory assessment tee to 
this Commission. Further, in orde.r to obtain service from a 
local exchange company for a PATS i nst rument, each PATS 
provider must specifically request a coin access line from the 
serving l ocal exchange company. 

PATS providers are subject lo he provisions of 
25-24.505 through 25-24.520, Florida Administrative 
These rules govern the operation of PATS .

In rev iewing the applica ions oC the Companies, we find 
that they con tain the information required Cor certificatton as 
set forth in Order No. 14132 and t he Rules cited above. Based 
o n the foregoing, we propose to grant to each of the companies 
listed in the caption of this Order a certificate to provide 
toll and local public pay telephohe service consistent with the 
conditions a nd r equirements set f o rth in Rules 25-24.505 
through 25-24 . 520 , Florida Administrative Code . 

The dockets listed in this Orde r will be closed following 
expiration of the period sp ::ified in this Order unless an 
1ppropriate petition for h~anng, protesting a specific 
application, is filed by o ne whose substantial 1nterests may or 
will be affected by this proposed agency action, as provided by 
Florida Administrative Code Rules 25-22.029 and 25-22.036 
(7)(a).

o ne whose substantial interests arE> affected will not prevent 
our proposed action from becoming final as to any other 
applicat1on listed i n this Order.

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Conunission that the 
applica nt s listed in the caption or this Order be granted a 
ce rt if ica te to provide public pay telephone service subject to 
all the conditions stated in the body of Lhis Order. It is
