NOTIC~ IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Flo ri da Publ ic Service I 
Commtss1on that the actions di scussed he rein are pre limi nary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests 
arc substantially affected f iles a petition for a formal 
proceeding pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 029 , Florida Administrati ve 
Code. 

CASE BACKGROUND 

On March 31 , 1989, Parkland Utilities, Inc. (Park land or 
util ity) filed an application t o amend i s sewer service 
availabtlity c harge in Browa rd County. The application wa s 
found deficient and the util i t y was so notified. On May 19 , 
1969 , Parkland f i l ed its completed application pursuant t o Rule 
25-30 . 565 , Fl o rida Admini s trative Code. 

Park l and, a Class c ulility, was granted o riginal wa ter 
and was ~wal r certificates by Order No . 7092 , issued on 
January 22 . 1976. The e xi st 1ng service availability policy and• 
c harges were approved on November 5 , 1Q80. The utility has 
never had a rate case . However, it has increased it rates 
several times through tndcx adj ustmen ts . Pa r kland, i n this 
docket, is now requcs ang an i nc rease o f the wastewater plant 
capactly c harqe to reflecL the costs incurred to interconnect 
with a regional wastewa cr system . The interconnecti~n was 
necessary to serve new cu ) omc r s . 
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PLANT CAPACTTY CHARGE 

Parkland serves a Planned Unit Development (PUU) which is 
designed to include 469 single family homes, 428 apartments, 78 
duplex units, a clubhouse, and commercial and recreational 
areas. The planned buildout of 886 Equivalent Residential 
Conneclions (ERCs) is expected to be reached by Seplember , 
1990. By December 31 , 1988, the utility was serving 455 ERCs . 
The utility's existing plant capacity charges are $250 per ERC 
for wa ter and $500 per ERC for wastewaler. The polic y r e quires 
donated lines from the de~eloper . 

In its applicalion, the utility proposes to increase the 
waslewater plant capacily charge from $500 per ERC to $1200 per 
ERC. As previously slated, the basis Cor the increase is the 
coc;L to interconnecl to a regi onal waslewater treatment 
system. The ulility did no l request a change in its e xi sting 
wa Ler plant capac i Ly cha rgc a nd it appears that no chJnqc is 
needed. 

Tho utility has known for several years t ha t advanced 
waslewaLer treatment (AWT) would be required for its treatment 
plant pursuanL to Broward County Code Section 27-5.09. To be 
exempt; from AWT, the plant would have to use an ocean oulfall 
or deep well 1njection as a means of disposal of its final 
effluent. Nei he r of these alternatives are feasible for this 
ulility. The Broward County Environmental Board granted the 
ut ility a variance o( the AWT requirement until December 31, 
1988 , in its current operating permit. 

Rather than pursue upgrading its plant at a substantia 1 
cost to achieve AWT, the utility chose to i nterconnect with the 
Bro~ard County regi o na l facil ity. To effect this inter­
conncclion, the utility modified an existing lift station , 
inslalled a new master l ift station, and i nstalled 
approximately four miles of force main from its service area to 
the closest point of ava i labi 1 i ty to the County· s s ys tem in 
Coral Springs. The interconnection with the County was 
complct~d in January, 1989. 

The capac1ty tha is available from the County is 
"borrowed " from other capacity reservations that are not being 
used. The Coun y has leased . 220 million gallons per day (mgd) 
oC capacHy to Parkland through December , 1991, or unt il the 
County can sell capacity to Parkland when the County ' s plant 
expansion is complete. The County· s plant expansion is 
expected to be completed in 1992. A provision in the lease 
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allows the County to cease accepLiug wastewater from Parkland 
after thirly days ' notice. 

To supplement the capacity from the County and to provide 
capacity to serve the development • s p l a nned 886 ERCs at 350 
gallons per day (gpd) per ERC , Par k land has leased an 
additional .090 mgd from lhe City of North Lauderdale. The 
capaci ly thal the City is leasing to Parkl a nd is a por ion of 
the 3. 35 mgd wh1ch the City bought C rom the Coun y in 1979. 
Parkland ' s lease wilh the Cily prov ides thal the utility will 
pay debt serv1ce on lhis . 090 mgd capacity reservation for the 
duration of the lease . The lease continues through December, 
1991, as does Parkland' s lease with the County . The lease with 
the Cily cannot be terminated before December, 1991 , unless the 
County ' s expansion is availdble prior to such time. 

In case of construction delays that might be encountered 
with the County • s sytem, the uti 1 i ty has decided to retain its 

1 existing 100,000 gpd plant in reserve . The plant is booked at 
$255 , 000 for lhe lan<l and $ 165,200 Cor lhe treatme nt plant. 
The cslima cd co~l of preparing the pl ant to be held off-line 
1s approximately $10,000 . IC the County ' s regional plant is 
completed on time, then capacity will be available to the 
utility and the plant will be retired. 

we conlac ed the county's wastewater permitting agency 
aboul re-pecmilt1ng the utility's secondary Lrealmenl planl on 
an interim bas is iC the county • s system is not comp 1 eted on 
Lime. The agency repli~d thal a permit wo u ld likely be issued, 
bul only on an inler1m basis until the capacity from the County 
became available. 

PJrkland furnished a schedule of the p rojected 
contribu ion level for wastewater. We fo und it appropriate to 
adjust the projected cos of t he utili l y ' s collect ion lines to 
the actual cosl of interconnecting to the regional s y stem, 
which increascrt the total projected cost by $ 84 , 329 . We 
furt her added the cos ot additional donated lines, $ 192,537 , 
to plant and CIAC. 

These ad)uslmenls , while necessary a nd approp r iate , do not 
have a material impacl on the requested charge . The requested 
$1200 p r ERC wastewater plant capacity cha r ge will yield a 75 
percent contribution 1 vel a design capacity , in accordance 
with Rule lS-30.580 , Flortda Admi nistrative Code, regard less of 
whe t h r the adjustments are made. Therefore , w< find it 
appropr1ate to approve Parkland's requested wastewater plant 
capacity charge of $1 200 per ERC ( ERC • 350 gpd). This plant 
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capacity cha rtJe sha 11 be effective for new connections to the 
system on and afler the stamped approval dale on the revised 
tariff sheets. The revised tariff sheets will be approved upon 
our Staff's verification that the tariff is consistent with 
Lh1s Order. Schedules Nos . 1 through 3, attached lo lhis Order 
and by reference incorporated herein, present the calculation 
of the ut1liLy's approved wastewa ter plant capacity charge. 

Based on the foregoing , it is he reby 

ORDERED by the Flonda Public Service Commission that the 
appltcalion of Parkland Utilities, Iuc. to amend its sewer 
plant capaci y charge 1n Broward County is approved as set 
f o rth 1n the body of lhis Order. Schedules Nos . 1 through 3 , 
re f lecting Lhe projected contribution level for wastewa ter, are 
al ach d to lhis Order and by reference incorporated hcrei . 
ll is further 

ORDERFD lhaL lhe plan capacity charge approved i. n this 
Order 1s cffccttvc for new connections made on or after the 
stamped approval dale on the revised tariff sheels . It is 
further 

ORDER~D that the prov1s1ons of Lhis Order, issued as 
proposed agency action, shall become final and effective unless 
an appropriate petilion in the form provided by Rule 25 22.36 , 
Florida Administtativ Code, is received by the Director, 
Division of Reco rds and Repo rting, at his o((ice al 101 East 
Gaines SLreet , Tallahassee , Florida 32399-0870, by the close of 
business on the daLe set forth in the "Notice of Further 
Proceedings or Judicial Review" attached hereto. It is further 

ORDFRED that in Lhe event that this Order becomes final, 
this docket shall be closed.

Any objecl1on or protest Ci led in this docket before the 
issuance dote of this order is considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing conditions and i s renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If this order becomes final and effective o n the da te 
described above , any party adversely affected may r equest 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility or by the First Distric t

.Jnd lhc fll.1ng fee wi h the appropriate court . This filing 
mus t be comple ' ed withln thirty {30) days of the effective da te 
of this order, pur suant to Rule 9.110 , Florida Rules o f 
Appella e Procedure . The notice of appea1 must be in the form I 
sp cified in Rule 9.900{a), Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure .
