ORQER ACCEPIING OFFER OF SETTLEMENT 
ANP TERMINATING HEARING 

BY THE COMMISSION:

By Order No. 211 61, issued May 4, 1989 , we directed 
Flo rida Telesystems, Inc. (Telesystems) to show cause why it 
should not be fined a tot a 1 of ten thousand dollars ( $10, 000) 
for its v iolation of Rule 25-24.512 , Florida Admini strative 
Code, and its failure to comply with Commission Order No. 
18904. Additionally, by Order No. 21160, issued May 4, 1989, 
we announced our intention to cancel certificate of public 
conve nience and necessity number 86 held by Florida Tel & Tel 
Coin Telephones, Inc. (Fla Tel ), along with our intention to 
J pprove Telesystems • application for a certificate of public 
convenience and necessity for authority to provide pay 
telephone s ervice (PATS). 

Telesystems filed a timely response to both Orde r No. 
21160 and Order No . 21161 and requested a Section 120.57 ( 1 ), 
Florida Statutes, hearing on the issues raised by l hese 
orders. Telesystems contended tha t while it might have 
technically violated Rule 25-24.512, Florida Administrative 
Code, that any such violation on its part was neither 
intentional nor ha rmfu 1; therefore, a fine of such magnitude 
would be inequitable. Telesystems also asserted tha t it had 
not failed to comply with Order No . 18904 . Further, 
Telesystems questioned the propriety of cancelling the PATS 
certificate held by Fla Tel. Accordingly, the hearing process 
was commenced. 
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Subsequently, Telesystems submitted a wr itten offer of 
settlement to our staff. we hav e carefully considered this 
offer and we believe that unde r the unique facts and 
circumstances of this particular case , the public interest 
would not be served by further prolonging a resolution of thi s 
matter. 

Accordingly, Telesystems will be fined five thousand 
dollars ($5,000) for its violation of Rule 25- 24.512, Florida 
Administrative Code. Two thousand dollars ($2,000) of the fine 
is to be paid within thirty ( 30) days of issuance of th · s 
Order. The other three thousand dollars ($3,000) is suspended 
for a period of one (1) year from the date of issuance of this 
Order . In accordance with the terms of Telesystems' offer, any 
additional finding of non- compliance with any Commission rules 
o r orders during this one ( 1 ) year period will result, at a 
mini mum, in imposition of the remaining three thousand dollar 
($3,000) fine . 

Upon c o nsideration, we find it appropriate t o issue a 
c ertificate of public convenience and necessity for the 
provision of PATS to Telesystems. We believe that, in light of 
the terms of Telesystems • settlement offer , the granting of 
such a certificate is in the public interest . Telesystems is 
reminded that PATS providers are subject to Rules 25-24.505 
through 25-24 . 520 , Florida Admi nistrative Code. 

Further, we will cancel certificate of public convenience 
and necessi t y number 86 held by Fla Tel, effective upon 
issuance of this Order. Fla Tel is directed to return it s 
: ertificate immediately to the Commission . In its settlement 
offer, Telesystems has agreed to acquiesce to cance llation of 
Fla Tel's PATS c o rtificate and to assume responsibility for the 
pay telephones currently operated by Fla Tel. 

We will not impose a fine on Telesystems for its alleged 
failure to comply with Commission Order No. 18904. Base d upon 
information brought to our attention by Telesystems, 1t does 
not appear that Telesystems was responsible for the no tation s 
appearing in the local excha.ng e company (LEC) billing records. 
However, we are still ordering Telesystems to conduct its PATS 
operation only under its legally registered name , Florida 
Telesystems, Inc., as filed on its application for a PATS 
certific ate . 
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Based on the foregoing , i t is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service ComMission that 
Florida Telesystems, Inc. • s application for a certificate of 
public convenience and necessity is hereby granted as outlined 
i n the body of thi s Order. It is further 

ORDERED that Florida Tel and Tel Coin Telephones , 
certificate of public convenience and necessity number 
hereby canco lled f o r the r e&sons set forth herein.

ORDERED that Flo r i da Tel and Tel Coin Tele phones , Inc. , if 
i t has not already done so, is to r eturn its certificate and 
remi t any and all outstanding regulatory a ssessment fees due to 
the Florida Public Service Commission.

ORDERED that Florida Te1esystems , Inc . is hereby fined 
$5,000 for violation of Rule 25- 24.512, Florida Administrative 
Code. $2,000 of this fine must be paid within 30 days of 
issuance of this Order to:

ORDERED that the rema1 n1 ng $3 , 000 of the fine assessed 
agains t Florida Telesystems, I nc. is suspended for a period of 
one year from the date of this Order, under the terms and 
conditions f urther specified within the body of this Order. It

ORDERED that Florida Telosystems, Inc. sha 11 not be f 1ned 
for its alleged failure to comply with Order No. 18904 fo r the 
reasons set forth he rein. It is fur t her 

ORDERED that Florida Telesystems , Inc. is au l ho rized to 
operate its pay telephone bus iness on l y under the name Florida 
Telesystems, Inc. It is further 
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ORDERED that this docket s hall r emai n open for a period of 
one yea r to allow our staff t o mo nitor Florida Te l esystems , 
Inc. ' s compliance wi th the terms of this Order.

57 o r 120.68, Florida 
Statutes , as well as the prt>cedures and t i me limits that 
apply. This notice should not be construed to mean all 
requests fo r an admi nistrative hearing or judicial review wi ll 
be granted or result i n the relief sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission's final 
action i n this matte r may r e quEtst : 1) reconside ratio n of the 
decision by filing a mo tion for r econsideration with the 
Director , Di vision of Records ar~ Reporting within fif teen (15) 
d ays of the iss uance of this 0 1~der in the form prescribed by 
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Rule 25- 22.060 , Florida Administrative Code; or 2) judicial I 
review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric, 
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gas or telephone utility or the First District Court of Appeal 
in the case of a water or sewer utility by filing a notice of 
appeal with the Director, Division of Records and Reporting and 
filing a copy of the not ice of appea 1 and the f i 1 ing fee with 
the appropriate court. This filing must be completed within 
thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order , pursuant to 
Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The notice 
of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
