ORDER AMENDING CERTIFICATES TO INCLUDE 
ADDITIONAL TERRITORY 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On September 18, 1989, General Development Corporation, 
Inc. (General or Utility) filed an application with the 
Commission to amend its Certificates Nos . 25-W and 22-S to 
include additional territory in Brevard County, Florida, 
pursuant to the provisions of Section 367.061, Florida Statutes. 

On November 10, 1988, General notified certificated 
utilities and appro priate gov~rnment al agencies in Brevard 
County of its intention to amend its Certificates to include 
the territory described in Appendix A, attached to this Orde r . 
Proof of Notification has been furnished by the Utility . 

Notice of the Utility's intent to extend its service area 
was published in The Tribune, a newspaper of general 
circulation, published in Brevard County, Florida , on November 
24, December 1 and 8, 1988. No protes t s to this applicati o n 
were received within the pres c ribed time per iod. 

The appropriate filing fee has been pai d, and the Utilit y 
is ready, willing and able to provide service in the territory 
for which it has applied. The application has been reviewed 
and found to be in compliance with the statutory requirements. 
Accordingly, we find it is in the f-llb lic in t erest to amend 
Certificates Nos . 2 5-W and 22-S t o i nclude the territory 
described in Appendix A to this Order, ;,.hich by reference is 
incorporated herein. 

It is, therefore, 
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ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that 
Certificates Nos. 25-W and 22-S, held by General Development 
Corporation, Inc., 1111 South Bayshore · Drive, Miami, Florida 
33131, are hereby amended to include the territory described in 
Appendix A of this Order. The Utility is directed to return 
Certificates Nos . 25-W and 22-S to this Commission within 20 
days of the date of this Order for appropriate entry. It is 
further 

ORDERED that the customers in the terri tory added herein 
shall be charged the rates approved 1n the Utility's tariff. 
It is further 

ORDERED that General Development Corporation shall submit 
revised tariff sheets reflecting the additional territory as 
set forth herein within 20 days of the date of this Order. It
