Notice is hereby given by the Florida Public Service 
Commisston that the action discussed herein is prelim1nary in 
natur and wi 11 become final unless a person whose interests 
are substantially affected files a petitio n for foLmal 
proceeding pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative 
Code. 

The respect 1 ve companies lis ted in the capt ion of t h is 
Order filed applicat1ons for a certificate to provide pay 
telephone service (PATS). These applications were filed 
pursuant to Section 364.33, Florida Statutes (1985 ), which 
provides that no person can begin construction or operation of 
a telephone line, plant or s ystem without fi est obtaini ng from

hi s Commission a Cf'rtificate of public convenience and I 
n<'cessity. 
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By Order No . 14132, issued February 27, 1985 , this 
Commission authorized the provision of compe itive pay 
telephone service o n a toll-only basis in addition to the PATS 
Lhal is currcnlly provided by the local exchange compa n ies. 
Elfective June 24 , 1985 , Section 364.335(4), Florida Statutes 
(1985), was amended to expand o ur authority to grant to PATS 
providers thP aut hority to offer local PATS in addition to the 
previousl y allowed toll PATS. In Order No . 14132, we set forth 
~he requ1rcmenls for certification of PATS providers as well as 

he teems , conditions, scrv1ce standards and rates that apply 
to the proviston of PATS. Addllionally, we required PATS 
prov1ders to comply with the requirements of Section 350.113, 
Florida Statutes, which imposes a regulatory assessment fee. 
We also required each PATS provtder to report to the Comm1sston 
the number of pay telephone tnstrumenls that it opet t('S. in 
Flor1da. This report should be filed in conjunction with a 
PATS provider · s pay'"lent of its regulatory assessment fee to 
this Commiss1on . Fur her , in order to obtain :>erv i ce from a 
local exchange compa ny Cor a PATS instrument, each PATS 
prov1der must specifically request a coin access line from the 
serving local exchange company. 

PATS prov1ders are subject to the 
25-24.505 through 25-24 . 520, Florida 
Th se rules govern the operation of PATS.

In reviewing the applications of the Companies, we find 
that they contain the information required for certification as 
set forth in Order No. 14132 and the Rules cited above. Based 
on lhe Corego1nq , we propose to grant to each of t he companies 
11.~ ed tn the caption of this Order a certificale to provide 
toll and local public pay telephone service consistent with the 
cond1tions and r equirements set f orth in Rules 25-24.505 
through 25-24.520 , Florida Adminislrative Code. 

The dockets listed in this Order wi 1 1 be closed following 
expiration of the penod spec1fied in t hi s Order unless a n 
appropriale pelition for hearing, protesting a specific 
application, is filed b y one whose substa n tial interests may o r 
w1ll be affected by t h i5 proposed agency action, as provided by 
Florida Administrative Code Rules 25-22. 0 29 and 25-22 . 036 
( 7)(a). A pet ition pro testing a specific applicatio n filed by 
one whose ~ubstantial interests are affected wi 11 not pr~vent 
our proposed action from becomi ng final as to any other 
appltcation listed in th1s Order. 
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It is, therefore , 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission t hat the 
applicants listed in the caption of this Order be granted a 
c ertificate to provide public pay telepho ne service subject to 
all the conditions stated i n the body of this Order . It is 
further 

ORDERED that a petition protesting a specific application, 
filed by one whose substantial interests are affected, will not 
prevent the act ion proposed here in from becoming f ina 1 as t o 
o ther applications listed 1n the Order.
