On August 18 , 1989, Quail Ridge Eslates Homeowner's 
Association (Quail Ridge) f i l ed a request for exempl ion from 
Commiss i o n regulation as a nonp rofit honeowner' s associalion, 
pu rsuant t o Section 367 . 022 (7}, Florida Statutes . In a l etter 
dated January 8, 1990 , Quail Ridge requested permi ssion to 
withdraw its e xemption request .

NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is tequired by 
Section 120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any administrative hearing or judicial revi e w of Commission orders 
that is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as well as the procedures and ti rr~ limits that 
apply. This notice should not be ~onstrued to mean all requests for an administrative hearing or judicial review will 
be granted or result in the relief sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commiss i on's final 
action in this matter may request: 1) reco nside ration of the decision by filing a motion for reconsiderat1o n with the 
Director , Division o f Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) 
days of the Issuance of this o rder in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Flo nda Adm1 nist rat i ve Code; or 2) judic1al review by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an electric , 
gas or t elephone utility or the First District Court of Appeal in the case oC a wate r or sewer utility by filing a no tice of 
appeal with the Director, Division of ReC"o rds and Reporti ng and 
filing a copy of the notice of appeal and the filing fee with the appropriate courl. This filing must be completed withtn thirty (30) days after the issuance of this order, pursuant t o 
Rule 9.110, Florida Rule s of Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form specified 1n Rule 9.900(a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. 
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
