Likewise, we hereby correct the second ordering paragraph
on page 7 of the order to state: ORDERED that the interim
water rates will be effective for service rendered on or after
the stamped approval date on the revised tariff sheets.

ORDERED that Order No. 22620 is hereby affirmed in all
other respects.
