ORDER CONTINU ING CASE SCHEDULE 

By Order No . 2220 3 , issued No vember 21 , l98Q, this 
Commission approved the transfer o f Certifica es Nos. 362-\'<1 and 
317 - S from Beaco n 21 Development Co rpo ra t i on t o Lanigcr 
Enterprises of America, Inc . (Laniger). Also by Order No . 
22203, we proposed to establish t he tra nsfer rate base f o r the 
utility s y stems as the new book v a lue o ( Lhe systems as o f the 
date of the trans fer. In so doing, we proposed to disregard, 
f or ratemak1ng purposes , a negative acquisilion adjustment o f 
$ 95 , 31 7 .

On December 12 , 1989, the Office o f Public Cou nse l (OPC) I 
filed a protest to Order No . 22203, ~ peci f ical1y with regard t o 
that porti on by which we pro posed t o disreqard the negative 
acquisition adjustment. Acco rdingly , this matter wa s set for 
an admi nistrative hearing on May 4, 1990 , with a p t cheari ng 
conference t o be he ld o n April 25, 1990. 

After a number o f discussio ns between Laniger, OPC and 
Staf f, o n March 23, 1~90, OPC and Laniger filed a Jol'll Motion 
For Aprroval of Selllemenl . The pro posed selllemcn wa s 
or ' gina lly scheduled to be consider(;d at the Apri l 17, 1990 
Agend a Conference; however , ci rcumsta nces did not permit us to 
consider the pro posed selt lement at Lhat L1me. The proposed 
settlement is currenll y scheduled t o be considered at the May 
1, 1990 Agenda Conference. 

Since , pursuan t to the c urrent case schedul e , the 
prehearing con fe rence 1s schP.duled for s ix days before and the 
hearing for t hree days after we are due to consider the 
proposed se tlement, in the interest o f adminis rative 
effici e ncy and economy , and due to an unavo1dable schedul ing 
conflict, the Preheari ng Officer, wtth the consent of thP 
Chairman, finds 1t appropriate to con ti nue t he case sc hedule 
until this Commission has had an o ppo rtun ity t o pa ss o n t he 
proposed settlement . 
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It is, therefore, 

ORDERED by Belly Easley, as Prehearing Officer, that the 
current case schedule be and is hereby suspended pending this 
Commission's consideration of the proposed se tlement be'ween 
t he Office of Public Counsel and Laniger Enletprises of 
America , Inc.

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by 
Section l20.5q(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial rev1ew of Commission orders 
that is available under Sections ll0.57 or 120.68 , Florida 
Statutes , as well as the procedures and Lime lim1ts that 
apply . This notice should not be construed to mean all 
requests for an administrative hearing o r judicial review will 
be gra n ted or resul in the relief sought. 

Any party adversely affected by this nrder, which is 
preliminary, p r ocedural o r i n termediate in nature, may 
request : l ) reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 
25-22.038 ( 2 ) , Florida Admtnistrative Code , if issued by a 
Prehearing Officer; 2 ) reconsideration wi hin 15 days pursuant 
to Rule 25-22.060 , Flotida Administrative Code, if isst ~d by 
the Commission; or 3) Judicial review by the Fl o rida Supreme 
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Cour , in the case ot an electric, qas or elephone ulllity, or 
the First Distrtct Court o( Appeal, in the case of a water or 
sewer ullli y . A motion for recons1dcraLton shall be filed 
with Lhc Director, Division of Records and Repot 1ng, in the 
form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Flooda Admin1sLratite 
Code. Judicial r ev1cw of a prellminary , procedurdl o r 
i ntermediate rul ing or order is ava1 l ablf' it review of t he 
final action will no provide an adequate remedy. Such review 
ma y be requested from the appropr1ate court, as described 
above, pursuant to Rule 9.100 , Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure. 
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
