2. Southern Bell objects to the specific time and place
designated by Public Counsel for the production of documents for
the reasons that the designation is not reasonable, but has no
objection to producing the documents which are responsive and to
which no other objection is made, at a mutually agreed upon time
and place.

3. Some of the documents that will be delivered to or
reviewed by Public Counsel contain proprietary, confidential
business information which should not be publicly disclosed.
Thus, pursuant to the Commission's rule on confidentiality, Rule
25-22.006(5) (¢), Florida Administrative Code, Southern Bell moves
the Prehearing Officer to issue a Temporary Protective Order
exempting these documents and information from Section 119.07(1),
Florida Statutes. The documents in question are various forms of
network reviews which are the equivalent of internal audits,
which are exempt from disclosure under section 364.183, Florida
Statutes. In addition, a number of the proprietary documents in
question contain customer specific information which is exempt
from disclosure pursuant to Section 119.07(3) (w), Florida
Statutes. Once Public Counsel notifies Southern Bell that any
documents containing proprietary materials are to be used in a
proceeding before the Commission, Southern Bell will file a
detailed Motion for Protective Order specifically addressing each
of the documents identified in accordance with Rule 25-22.006,

Florida Administrative Code.
