ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO SERVE DISCOVERY 

By Orde r No. 24577, issued Hay 24, 1991, the Prehearing 
Of ! icer s et f orth the prehearing procedures t o be utilized in this 
docke t , i nc luding a s c hedule of key events and deadlines to be 
obser ved by the parties . The Order provided, among other things, 
tha t no discovery requests were to be served after July 24, 1991, 
and that a ll d iscovery was to be completed by August 28 , 1991. 

On J uly 2 5 , 1991, the Florida Interexchange Carriers 
Associati on (FIXCA) filed its Motion to Serve Discovery.

As grounds for its Motion , 
flXCA o tates that the Commission's inclusion of discovery cut-off 
da t es i n pre he ari ng orders is a relatively new prac tice and that 
s 1nc e the c ut- off date was not included in the numbered list of key 
even s , c ounsol for fiXCA i nadvertently overlooked the deadline. 
FIXCA asserts that the discovery that is sought is both relevant 

nd nece s sary t o its case. FIXCA further asserts that a one day 
x t e nsion of the deadline will not be prejudicial t o a ny party . 

Fi nal ly, FIXCA repre sents that counsel for GTEfL does not object to 
i t s r eq" est. 

Upon c onsideration of the matters set forth above , I find it 
appropria t e t o grant fiXCA ' s Motion. Ac c ordingly, fiXCA is here by 
au ho r ized o serve the discovery referenced above one day after 

he deadline s et by Order No . 24577 . Because fiXCA shall be 
allo wed to serve the subje ct discovery on July 25 , 1991, the date 
f o r comple t ion o f this partic ular line of discovery shall also be 
extende d by one day , t o Augus t 29, 1991, as between these parties 
o nly , and o nly for those part i cular discovery requests.

Any party adversely affected by this order, which is 
prelimi nary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: 1) 
reconsideration wi th i n 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.038 (2), 
Florida Adminiotrative Code , if issued by a Prehearir.g Offi cer; 2) 
reconsider a tion wi thin 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Administrative Code, if issued by t he Commission; or 3) judicial 
rcvi w by the Florida Supreme Court, i n the case of a~ electric, 
gas or clophone utility, or the First District Court of Appeal, in 
tho case of a water or sower utility.
