ORDER APPROVING TARIFF FILING 

On Augus t 2, 1991, Gulf Telephone Company (Gulf or the 
Company) filed a tariff t o establish local operator service 
charges. The Company has informed us that the Taylor County Jail 
has changed from one LEC payphone, which permitted $.25 local 
calls, to nine NPATS payphones, which allow collect-only local 
calls. In addi tion, the jail has been enlarged to house three times 
its original capacity. As a result, there has been an i ncrease in 
operator assisted local calls. The Company estimates that co llect 
calls have increased approximately 20 to 30% since the pr ison's 
enlargement and changeover from LEC to PATS payphones . 

currently, Gulf does not c harge the customer for operator 
assisted local calls. Central Telephone Company (Centel) handles 
all operator calls for the Company and c harges Gulf $.5562 per 
operator call, $.0093 for message processing, and .0078 for 
recording. This totals $.5733. Gulf has requested an expedited 
approval date of September 10, 1991, to assist in coveri ng the 
costs of providing the operator services. The Company states that 
the proposed operator charges will help to place some of the cos t 
for operator s ervices on the cost causers. 

Gulf's proposed rate of $1. 00 for operator a s sisted local 
calls is consistent with the rates charged by General, Southern 
Bell, Centel and United. Alltel does not charge for operator 
assisted local calls . The Company could no t provide exact annual 
revenue impact since the enlargement of the prison and the c hange 
to NPATS has only been in operation for one month. Gulf has agreed 
to provide an information page with its October bills which 
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outlines the addition of operator charges for operator assisted 
local calls. 

Upon consideration, we find that the proposed r ates for 
operator assisted calls are consistent with the maj o rity of the 
LECs. We approve the proposed tariff to establish operator service 
charges with the requested effective date of September 10, 1991. 

If a timely pretest is filed this tariff shall remain in 
effect with any increase held subject to refund pending resolution 
of the protest. If no timely protest is filed this docket shall be 
closed.

If this Order become nal on the date described above, any 
party adversely affected m. ·equest judicial review by the Florida 
Supreme Court in the case or an el~ctric, gas or teleph one utility 
or by the First District Court. of Appeal in the case of a water or 
sewer utility by filing a nct:i.ce of appeal with the Director, 
Division of Records and Report~ng and filing a copy of the notice 
of appeal and the filing fee wtth the appropr iate court. This 
filing must be completed within thirty (30) days of the date this 
Order becomes final, pursuant to Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of 
Appellate Procedure. The notice of appeal must be in the form 
specified in Rule 9.900(a), Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
