The wet well at the pumping station at the Jungie Den complex was
recessed and also had a non water tight cover. In Spring of 1992 the
Company performed work which raised the neck of the wet well and
changed out the cover {lid) to a water tight type. This has drastically
improved the infiltration problem at this site.

In August 1992 work by Citrus PipelLine of Citrus County was let to
raise the wet well and valve box on Ram I[stand, and the infiltration
problem at this site has been corrected.

As can be seen by the above figures, infiltration had been kept to a
minimwumn until heavy rains in September and October. At this time our
District Supervisor discovered that Volusia County had disturbed a
man hole on Alice Drive during some road work. We believe that the
infiltration problem in September and October was a combination effect
of heavy rains and the disturbing of the Alice Drive man hole by the
County. .
