ORDER INPICATING THE NONJVRISDICTIONAL STATUS OF 
BUPDY'S k~EFRONT RESTAURANT 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On November 3, 1992, Buddy's Lake front Restaurant (Buddy ' s ), 
located at 21101 N.E. 1 00th Avenue, Earleton, Fl orida, requested 
recognition of its nonj urisdictional status pursuant t o Section 
367.021(12), Florida Statutes . 

Buddy ' s i s an exist i ng restaurant, wh i ch owns and operates a 
water system in Alachua Count y. Buddy's water system is a well 
that provides service to the restaurant for daily use. l'lastewater 
service for t he restaurant is furnished by a septic tank. 

Buddy ' s application stated that : Buddy's will provide water 
service solely for the operation of its establishmen t ; t h e costs of 
water service will b e trea t ed as an operational expense o f Buddy's; 
no charges will be made to anyone for the water service; and the 
fac ility's physical plant is located at 21101 N. E. 100th Avenue, 
Earleton, Florida. In a ddition , the applican t acknowledged Section 
837.06, Fl orida Statutes, regarding false statements . 

Section 367 .021 (12) , Florida Statutes, def i nes utility as 
"every person . . . who is providing or proposes to provide, water or 
wastewater service to the pub l ic for compensation ." Based upon the 
facts as represented, Buddy's is not a utility as d efined by 
sect ion 367.021(12) , Florida Statutes, since it wi l l not be 
providing water service t o the public for compensation. However, 
s hould t here b e any change in circums tances or method of operation , 
the owner or any successor in interest , must inform the Commission 
within thirty days of such change, so that we may d etermine whether 
nonj urisdict ional status i s still appropriate . 

Based on the foregoing , it is, t herefore , 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that, b ased 
upon t he facts as represented, Buddy's Lakefro nt Restaurant's water 
sys t e m, locat ed at 21101 N.E. 100th Avenue, Earlet o n, Florida 
32631, with Richard M. Tisdale as con tact person, is not a utility 
sub ject t o t h is Commission ' s j urisdiction purs uant to the terms of 
Section 367 . 021(12), Florida Statutes . I t i s f u rther 
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ORDERED that should there be any change in circumstances or 
method of operation of Buddy's Lakefront Restaurant water system, 
the present owner or any successor in interest shall inform the 
Commission within thirty days of such c hange. It is further 

ORDERED that this docket be closed.

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEN 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120.59(4), Florida Statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply. This notice 
s hould not be construed to mean all requests for an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party adversely affected by the Commission ' s fi nal action 
in this matter may request : 1) reconsideration of the decision by 
filing a motion for reconsideration with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting within fifteen (15) days of th"e issuance of 
t h is order in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060, Florida 
Admi n istrative Code; or 2) judicial review by t he Florida Supreme 
Court in the case of an electric, gas or telephone utility or the 
First District Court of Appeal in the case of a water or sewer 
utility by filing a notice of appeal with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting and filing a copy of the notice of appeal and 
the filing fee with the appropriate court. This filing must be 
completed within thirty (30) days after the issuance of t h is order, 
pursuant to Rule 9. 110, Florida Rules of Civil Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the form specified in Rule 9.900 (a), 
Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure.
