COMES NOW BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., d/b/a Southern
Bell Telephone and Telegraph Company ("Southern Bell" or
"Company"), pursuant to Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative
Division Code, and files its Request for Confidential
Classification for the Company’s Response to Item Nos. 129 and
130 of Staff’s Fourteenth Request for Production of Documents
dated November 25, 1992.

1. Southern Bell is filing its Request for Confidential
Classification for its Responses to Item Nos. 129 and 130 because
it deems the information requested as confidential and
proprietary business in that it contains vendor-specific product
and pricing information and other proprietary confidential
business information.

treat the material for which confidential classification is



sought as private, and this information has not been generally

disclosed.
