This information wam
provided to Southern Bell by AT&T pursuant to an agreement that
Southern Bell would treat this information confidentially.

4, The public release of this information would cause
compecitive harm to AT&T. The public ralease of this information
wvould alzo harm Southern Baell because, if Southern Bell is unable
to obtain confidentiality for this type of information, then it
will bacoma axtramely difficult for Southern Bell to secure the
use of this type of information in the futura. This information
constitutea proprietary business informaticn that is entitled to
exemption from public disclosure pursuant to the terms of Florida
Statutea § 364.183.
