By two Motions for Temporary Order both filed May 24, 1993, 
BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc . d/b/a Southern Bell Telephone 
and Telegraph Company (Southern Bell or the Company) has requested 
temporary protective status for materials and documents responsive 
to the Office of Public Counsel's (OPC ' s) Thirty-Third a nd Thirty­
Fourth Requests for Production of Documents in Docket No. 920260 . 
Southern Bell ' s request for interim protection is made pursuant to 
Rule 25- 22.006(5) (c), Florida Administrative Code . 

The purpose of a temporary protective order issued pursuant to 
Rule 25-22. 006 ( 5 ) (c) is to facilitate the exami nation of 
potentially confidential information by temporarily exempting the 
information from the disclosure provision of Florida ' s Public 
Records Act, Section 119.07(1), Florida Statutes. Under the Ru!e, 
if information subject to a temporary protective order is to be 
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used in a proceeding, then the utility must file a specific request 
for confidential treatment. Alternatively, if the material is not 
to be used in a proceeding , then the material shall be returned to 
t he utility. 

In view of the pur pose of Rule 25-22 . 006(5) (c), it is 
appropriate to provide the relief requested . During the time this 
Order is in ~ffect, the documents and i n formation t ~ferenced herein 
shal l be kept confidential a nd shall be exempt from disclosure 
under Section 119 . 07 ( 1) . Upon completion of its review of the 
documents, OPC shall noti f y the Company of the specific documents 
it intends to use in this proceeding . The remaining documents 
s hall be returned t o Southern Bell . It shall then be Southern 
Bell 's r esponsibility to request confidential treatment of those 
portions of the documents which it seeks to protect from 
disclosure. 

Based o n the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by Commissioner Susan F . Clark, a s Prehearing Officer, 
that BellSouth Tel ecommunications , Inc. d/b/a Southern Bell 
Telephone a nd Telegraph Company ' s Motions for Temporary Protective 
Order filed May 24, 199 3 , are hereby granted as set forth in the 
body of this Order. It is further

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NOTICE OF FURTHER PROCEEDINGS OR JUDICIAL REVIEW 

The Florida Public Service Commission is required by Section 
120.59(4), Florida statutes, to notify parties of any 
administrative hearing or judicial review of Commission orders that 
is available under Sections 120.57 or 120.68, Florida Statutes, as 
well as the procedures and time limits that apply . This notice 
should not be construed to mean all requests for a n admin i strati ve 
hearing or JUdicial review will be granted or result in the relief 
sought. 

Any party a dversely affected by this order, which is 
preliminary, procedural or intermediate in nature, may request: 
(1) reconsideration within 10 days pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 038(2), 
Florida Administrative Code, if issued by a Prehearing Officer; 
( 2) reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22 . 060, 
Florida Administrative Code, if issued by the Commission ; or (3) 
judicial review by the Florida Supreme Court, in the case of an 
electric, gas or telephone utility, or the First District Court of 
Appeal, in the case of a water or wastewater utility. A motion for 
reconsideration shall be filed with the Director, Division of 
Records and Reporting, in the form prescribed by Rule 25- 22.060, 
Florida Administrative Code. Judicial review of a preliminary, 
procedural or i ntermediate ruling or order is available if review 
of the final action will not provide an adequate remedy. Such 
review may be requested from the appropriate court, as described 
above, pursuant to Rule 9 .100, Florida Rules of Appellate 
Procedure . 
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
