Intermedia Communications of Florida, Inc. (Intermedia), 

pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida Administrative Code, hereby 

files this Motion for Clarification of Order No. PSC-94-0285 - FOF-

TP, issu·ed in this docket on March 10, 1. 9 9 4. Specifically, 

I.ntermedia requests clarification of the Commission· s decision with 

respect to the Rfresb lookM requirements of the order. 

1. On Page 37 of the order the Commission instituted a fresh 

look policy with regard to recent LEC interconnection tariffs:

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2. The Commission's decision, however, does not pertectly 

trac.k the FCC's fresh loo.k policy. Specifically, on August 3, 

1993, six months before this Commission's decision, the FCC 

reconsidered and modified its fresh look policy in a number of 

respects. The FCC determined that the fresh look requirements 

should apply to agreements with terms of three years or more, 

ent.ered into on or before the date of adoption of the Special 

Access Order (Sept.ember ].7, 1992). The original requirements had 

applied only to agreements in excess of three years. The FCC also 

extended the fresh look period from 90 to 180 days. Where 

interco.nnection req,ueets have been made but not yet fulfilled by 

the LEC, customer·s can take advantage of the fresh look opportunity 

by giving notice during the 180 day period of their intention to 

terminate an agreement. The agency also required LECs to provide 

public notice in the form of a tariff transmittal when the fresh 

look period begins in each central office. 

3. In Order No . PSC-94-0285-FOF-TP, the Commission clearly 

announced its intent to adopt the FCC's fresh look policy. At the 

time the Commission made its decision, however, the FCC required a 

fresh look period o .f 180 days after expanded interconnection is 

available in a giv·en central office, rather then 90 days as stated 

in the Commission's order. The Commission should clarify its order 

to specify a fresh look of 180 days in order to ensuce that its 

policy is, as it intended, perfectly consistent with the FCC • s 

fresh look policy. 
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WHEREFORE, INT.ERMEDIA requests that this Commission clarify 

its order setting a fresh look period of only 90 days.
