GTE Florida Incorporated (GTEFL) opposes the Motion of 

Interwedia co .. unications of Florida, Inc. (ICI) to establish two 

additional i•auea for hearinq in this docket. 

The iaauea identification conference was held in this docket 

on February 16, 1194. At that time, all parties, includinq ICI, 

had the opportunity to propose any issues they deemed appropriate 

for consideration. Nov, more than two months later, ICI has 

proposed tvo additional issues. ICI offers no explanation as to 

Vhy it failed to raise these items at the issues identification 

session. Nothing prevented ICI from makinq its arquments for 

expansion of this proceedinq at the February conference. 

It would be unfair to allow a party to add issues simply 

because they did not occur to that party earlier. Issues identifi-

cation conference• are typically contentious. Parties arque about 

the scope and wording of particular issues until a compromise can 

be reached. GTEFL believes that allowinq ICI to unilaterally add 

issues outside of this normal process of debate would violate other 

parties' due procea• rights. 
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In any event, the issues ICI identifies are not important to 

a sound resolution of this proceedinq. As ICI states, they are 

•closely relate4 to an4 4erived from Issue No. 6• (ICI Motion at 

2), which asks whether the Commission has the le9al authority to 

require awitcbe4 access expanded interconnection. ICI believes 

issue 6 needs to be expanded to address what the commission "•ay do 

in introducing co•petition into monopoly markets." lL GTEFL 

subaita that the Ccm.ission does not need to be specifically 

re•inded of ita ability to take steps to encoura9e greater 

coapetition where appropriate and permissible. If ICI believes 

otherwise, it can include its arquments on this point in its 

response to issue 6. No separate subissues are necessary to allow 

ICI to fully present its position. 

Contrary to ICI's assertion, the commission did not "specifi-

cally conte•plate(] addition of new issues for hearinq." (ICI 

Motion at 2.) ICI cites a statement from a January procedural 

order notin9 that the proceedinq would be .. based upon the issues 

raiae4 by the parties and Commission staff (staff) up to and during 

the prebearinq conference, unless mod it ied by the co .. ission. • .IsL.. 

at 1. This customary, 9eneral statement cannot reasonably be 

construe4 to invite submission of issues outside of the established 

issues identification procedure. Further, the commission's later 

Or4er No. PSC-94-0277-PCO-TL, which sets forth the issues for 

hearing, does not indicate that additional issues would be 

accepted. 
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Finally, GTEPL disputes ICI's assertion that no party vill be 

prejudiced by inclusion of the proposed new issues because there is 

•a•ple tiae• to prepare prefiled testimony. (lei Motion at 2.) 

That te•ti•ony ia due on May 23. It is now the end of April. The 

Ca.ai••ion will probably not rule on ICI's Motion until about •id­

May, leaving little tiae for parties to formulate cogent positions 

on any nev issuea. 

Por all of the reasons discussed in this filin~, GTEFL urges 

the Ca.ai••ion to deny ICI's Motion. If the Commission does not 

believe that outright denial is appropriate, GTEFL asks the 

co .. i•aion to schedule a supplemental issues identification 

conference ao that all parties can properly participate in defining 

any additional issues under consideration for hearing.
