SSU'S REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF 
PROPOSAL FOR DISPOSITfON OF UNCLAIMED REFUMDS 

AND TERMINATION OF OBLIGATION TO MUNTAIN SECURITY 
FOR REFUND OF INTERIM REVENUES 

SOUTHERN STATES UTILITIES, INC. ("Southern States") , by and 

through its undersigned counsel, and pursuant to Rule 25-30.360, 

Florida Administrative Code, hereby requests the Florida Public  

Service Commission ( l t C o m m i s s i o n " )  to approve i ts  proposal for 

disposition of unclaimed refunds and to terminate SSU's obligation 

to maintain security for the refund of interim revenues. In 

support of its request, SSU states as follows: 

1. On September 8 ,  1992, the  Commission approved an interim 

ra te  increase for SSU in the above-referenced docket. See Order 

No. PSC-92-0948-FOF-WS, 92 F.P.S.C. 9:190 (1992) {I'Interirn Rate 

O r d e r " ) ,  Pursuant to t h e  Interim Rate Order, SSU also was required 

to submit an escrow agreement, l e t t e r  of credi t  or bond in the 

amount of $5,918,227.00 to secure the potential refund of the  

difference between the i n t e r i m  rates and t h e  previously authorized 

r a t e s .  92 F.P.S.C. 9:190 at 197-198. 

2 .  On September 8 ,  1992, SSU f i l e d  a bond f o r  security of 

refunds issued by Saf eco Insurance Company of America ( "Saf eco" ) 



dated September 4 ,  1 9 9 2  i n  the  total amount of $5,918,227.00. A 

copy of t h e  Safeco Bond is attached hereto as Exhibit IIAl’. 

3. Pursuant to t h e  Final O r d e r 1  and Order on 

Reconsideration2 issued in this docket, final rates were 

established at a level below t he  interim rate increase thereby 

requiring a refund of i n t e r im  revenues. 

4 .  On April 2 5 ,  1994, SSU f i l e d  its final refund report  

required under Rule 25-30.360(7), Florida Administrative Code. 

5 .  The final refund repor t  reflects that of the  $990 ,667 .56  

of interim rate revenues to be refunded, checks were returned to 

SSU totalling $9,696.40, hence, the total unclaimed refund amount 

as of March 31, 1994, is $ 9 , 6 9 6 . 4 0 .  

6 .  Southern States proposes t he  following method of 

disposition of the $9,696.40 in unclaimed refunds as of March 31, 

1994: 

a. The $9,696.40 would be credited to CLAC accounts by 

assigning t h e  t o t a l  amount of $9,696.40 to specific systems based 

on customers. This treatment would be consistent with R u l e  25- 

30.360(8), Florida Administrative Code, as well as the Commission’s 

treatment of unclaimed refunds in SSU’s prior multi-county, multi- 

system rate case. 93 F.P.S.C. 6:109 (1993). 

b. SSU would honor any remaining refund claim submitted to 

SSU within 12 months following the  date of issuance of the

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Commission order approving t h i s  proposal.  Each refund made w i t h i n  

such twelve (12) month period would be accompanied by an 

appropriate reduction to the CIAC accounts of the  affected 

system(s). 

7. I f  t h e  Commission approves SSU's proposal outlined in 

paragraph 6 above, SSU also requests the Commission to terminate 

SSU's obligation to maintain the $5.9 million i n t e r i m  revenue bond 

on f i l e  wi th  the Commission. As reflected by t h e  correspondence 

dated September 3 ,  1993 attached here to  as Exhibi t  "B", t he  t e r m  of 

the  bond extends through September 3 ,  1 9 9 4 ;  however, if the 

Commission confirms that all obligations under t h e  bond have been 

met, SSU will be reimbursed the unearned amount of the t o t a l  

premium paid of $29,591.00. 

WHEREFORE, SSU respectfully reques ts  the Commission t o  enter 

an order approving SSU's proposal for disposition of unclaimed 

refunds and terminating SSU's obligation to maintain the  i n t e r i m  

revenue bond securing t h e  refunds ordered by the  Commission.
