OPPQSITION TO CITIZSNS' FIBST MOTION TO COMPEJ., 

United. Telephone C'ompa.ny of Florida ("United" or "the 

Company"), pur•uant to Rule 25-22.037(2) {b), Florida Administrative 

Code, oppose• Citizen• of Florida's ("Citizen&" or "OPC") f'irsc: 

Motion to Compel ("Motion") filed May 26, 1994, stating as follows: 

1. OPC' • Reque1t. for Production of Document• No;J. 4, s and 

13 were objected to by United beca14se they requested documents 

relating to "the introduction of competition into the provision of 

local exchang.e telephone aervicea or markets. • There is no issue 

in this proceeding which i• focused on the introduction of local 

exchange te.lepbone eerviee competition. Instead, the focus of this 

proceeding is on the terms and condit ionEJ for expanding 

interconnection of special and switched acce ss services provided by 

entities other than the incumbent local exchange companies. Not 

only does this proceeding not address "the introduc tion of 

competition into the proviaion of local telephone services or 

markets, • there currently is no statutory basis for introducing 

euch competition. 

2. In ita Motion, OPC contends that prefiled direct 

testimony of P. Ben Poag, dated May 23, 1994, in Phase II of this 
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proceeding •belies the objection made to Citizens' requests for 

production of documenta, " (Motion, '4}, and t .hat "the Company's 

objection about relevance • .hould be denied when the Company itself 

files ·testimony and makes pre•entation about su}:)jects it claims to 

be irrelevant" (Motion, ,4) • OPC's attempt to construct a 

connection. between Citizens' requests for production of documents, 

which were objected to by Uni.ted, and United's testimony fails even 

c.ursory analysis and provides no sound basis for granting OPC' s 

Motion . 1 

3. contrary to OPc•a assertion, it is patently clear from 

the example cited by OPC that Mr. Poag's testimony is not 

addressing the •non-issue• of local exchange competition, to which 

the documen.t production reques.ts are directed, but rather it 

addresses the iss\lee in the proceeding regarding LEC pricing 

flexibility to r:espond to competition resulting from expanded 

spec ia.l a.nd switched. access and private 1 ine interconnect ion. See 

! ssue Nos. 15 and 18, Order No. PSC- 94-0277-PCO-TL, issued March 

10, 1994. As Mr. Poag correctly notes in his pref i led direct 

testimony, the proposal to include switched access within expanded 

interconnection requirements will plac~ United's switched access 

revenues substantially at risk. It is Mr. Poag's purpose to point

Similar to hi• testimony in thi s phase of the proceeding, Mr. 
Poag's presentation in Phaae I focused on how the introduction of 
competition in the •pecial and switc hed access services will 
adversely intpact the ability of United to continue support ing low 
local serviee rates 'tll'ithout additional pricing flexibility to meet 
the new acce•• competition. 
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out tha.t, as competition erodes the subsidies from these• services 

that trad.itionally have supported residential local exc.hange rates, 

and unless United is granted additional acceaa pricing flexibility, 

United's ability to ma .. intain below-cost residenti.al local exchange 

rates will be: severely challenged. It borders on sophistry for OPe 

to claim that Citizens' inquiry into now United might respond to 

local exchange service competition is a relevant inquiry because 

Mr. Poag has testifie,d on the need for access pricing flexibility 

to preserve low local exchange eervice rates. 

WHBREFORE, having •hown that OPC's attempt to link Mr. Poag's 

testimony to the •non-issue~~" of local exchange competition is 

factually deficient, United respectfully requests the Commission to 

deny Citizens' First Motion to Compel.
