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No. PSC-95-0066-PCO-EG at 5, TECO had its opportunity to submit
such rebuttal on February 1, 1995, but TECO failed to avail itself
of this opportunity. Peoples objects to TECO’s request to have
additional time to respond to Mr. Krutsinger’s testimony; Peoples
complied with the Order Establishing Procedure and timely filed
rebuttal testimony on February 1 in accord with that Order.
Allowing TECO to impose this condition will give TECO an unfair
advantage not only by giving it additional time to review Mr.
Krutsinger’s direct/intervenor testimony, but also by allowing TECO
to prepare such rebuttal testimony in light of, and having reviewed
and considered, Mr. Krutsinger’s timely filed rebuttal testimony.

As stated in its Motion for Leave to File Supplemental
Testimony, Peoples does not object to TECO having an opportunity to
rebut Mr. Krutsinger's supplemental direct/interveunor testimony,
i.e., that testimony in which Mr. Krutsinger will address only
TECO's supplemental discovery responses. This would be consistent
with the opportunity for rebuttal testimony provided by the
Commission’s Order Establishing Procedure.
