NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests a re 
substantially affected files a petition for a formal proceeding in 
accordance with Rule 25-22 . 029 , Florida Administrative Code. 

On November 7, 1994, we received notice from our Divisio n of 
Records and Reporting that mail sent to Business Access, Inc. was 
being returned . Furthe r investigation indicated tha t Business 
Access, Inc. was no longer located at the address of record and its 
telephone was no longer in service .
