A. Consecutive public water systems are not required to establish that
program. However, the utility has overall plan in effect.

Q. Is the overall maintenance of the treatment plant and distribution

facilities satisfactory?
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A. Yes.

Q. Does the water produced by the utility meet the State and Federal
maximum contaminant levels for primary and secondary water quality standards?
A. Yes. The purchased water meets standards.

Q. Does the utility monitor the organic contaminants listed in Rule
62-550.410, Florida Administrative Code?

A. No. This is not required for consecutive public water systems.

Q. Do recent chemical analyses of raw and finished water, when compared to
regulations, suggest the need for additional treatment?

A. Yes. Corrosion control regarding high copper results from lead and
copper sampling as required by Rule 62-551, Florida Administrative Code.

Q. Does the utility maintain the required chlorine residual or its
equivalent throughout the distribution system?

A. Yes.

Q. Are the plant and distribution systems in compliance with all the other

provisions of Chapter 62, Florida Administrative Code, not previously

mentioned?
A. Yes.
Q. Has Palm Terrace been the subject of any FDEP enforcement action within

the past two years?

A. No.
Q. Do you have anything further to add regarding Palm Terrace?
A. Yes. This facility maintains a good working relationship with the

drinking water section.

Zephyr Shores Water System
