DISCUBSSION OF ISSUES

IBBUE 1: Should Gecorge Julian Busby, Tele-Link Payphone
Communications and Teleglobal Corp. have their certificates
cancelled by the Florida Public Service Commission for violation of
Rule 25-24.520(1)(a) and (b), Florida Administrative Code,
Reporting Requirements, if they fail to pay a $100 fine, and
provide staff with the information required by Rule 25-24.520
(1) (a) and (b), Florida Administrative Code, Reporting
Requirements?

RECOMMENDATION: Yes. Staff recommends that George Julian Busby,
Tele-Link Payphone Communications and Teleglopbal Corp. have their
certificates cancelled if they fail to pay a $100 fine and provide
staff with the information required by Rule 25-24.520(1) (a) and
(b), Florida Administrative Code, Reporting Requirements, within 30
days after the Order becomes final. The fines are to be paid to
the Florida Public Service Commission and forwarded to the Office
of the Comptroller for deposit in the General Revenue Fund pursuant
to 364.285(1), Florida Statutes.

STAFF ANALYSIS:

. Pursuant to Rule 25-24.514 (1) (a) and (b), F.A.C.,
Cancellation of a Certificate, in pertinent part, the
commission may cancel a company's certificate for
violation of the terms and conditions under which the
authority was originally granted or for violation of
commission rules and orders.

. Pursuant to Rule 25-24.520(1)(a) and (b), in pertinent
part, each pay telephone service company shall file with
the Division of Communications within 10 days after a
change occurs: the street address of the certificate
holder and the name, title and phone number of the
individual responsible for contact with the Commission.

’ Communications staff has attempted to contact the three
providers by telephone but was not successful.

. It has been well over 10 days and staff has not been
informed of the providers' correct mailing address, phone
number or liaison information.
