toll rates (MTS).
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Issues and positions

Issue 1. Below are listed the proposals of various interested parties to this
proceeding with respect to the disposition of the scheduled 1996 unspecified rate
reductions. Which, if any, should be approved?

Citizens’ position: The Commission should adopt the proposal by Mr. Garver and
establish a reserve fund to assist customers of BellSouth Telecommunications, Inc., who

experience problems with conversion to new area codes.

Citizens' position: The tariffs should be effective as soon as possible.
