PETmON OF GTE FLORIDA INCORPORATED 
FOR APPROVAL OF INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT 

WITH ICG mECOM GROUP. INC. 

GTE Florida Incorporated (GTEFL) files this petition before the Florida Public 

Service Convnlsaion seeking approvaJ dan interconnection agreement 'Atllch GTEFL has 

entered with ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (ICG). In support of this petition, GTEFL states: 

1. Florida's new telecommunications law, Chapter 95-403, requires local 

exchange camera such •• GTEFL to negotiate with alternative local exchange carriers 

•mutually ac::oeptat)fe prices, terms and conditions of Interconnection and for the resale of 

services and fadlities: Fla. Stat. § 364.162. The United States Congress has also 

recently paned legislation amending the Communications Act of 1934. This act, referreo 

to as the Telecommunications Act of 1996, requires that any •interconnection agreement 

adopted by negotiation or arbitration shall be submitted for approval to the State 

commission.• 47 U.S.C. §252(e). In accordance with those provls1ons, GTEFL has 

entered an Interconnection egreement with ICG and seeks approval of that agreement 

from the Commission. This agreement is attached hereto as Attachment A 

2. GTEFL Is not aware that ICG has been certificated by the Commission to 

provide local exchange aervice as required by Section 364.33 of the Florida Statutes. 

However, in GTEFL'a view, ICG's lack of certification does not relieve GTEFL of its 

obligation to negotiate In good faith with ICG under the Telecommunications Act ~~ 1996 
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and to enter an lntercon;1edlon agreement based upon such negotiations. Although 

GTEFL feels compelled to .cWIH the Comminlon accordingly, GTEFL did not require 

proof of certification . , a condition to entering the attKhed agreement. 

3. Under the federal act, ., interconnection agreement can be rejected by the 

state commission only if the COI'Mllnlon finds that the agreement (or any portion thereof) 

disaiminates against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement or if the 

implementation of th8t egreement is not cor11lstent with the public Interest, convenience 

and necessity. 

4. The agreement with ICG does not discriminate against othe:- similarly 

situated carriers, which may order interconnection from GTEFL under similar terms and 

conditions. The agreement Is also consistent with the public Interest, convenience and 

necessity. As auch, GTEFL aeeks approval of the agreement from the Commission as 

required under the feder81statutory provisions noted above. 

5. GTEFL respectfully requests that the Commission approve the attached 

interconnection agreement entered with ICG and that GTEFL be granted all other relief 

proper under the circumstances.

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This lntcrsgnncction Agreement (the "Agreement"), is made effective as of--::""':"'"':""--....~ 
199---.~ by and between GTE Florida lncorpormd, with its address for purposes of this 
Agreement at 600 Hidden Ridac Or. Irvin& TX. 75038 ("OTE"), and ICG Telecom Group, Inc .• 
("ICG") with its address for thi.~ Agre:m'"1'lt at 9605 East Maroon Circle, Englewood, Colorado 
80112. GTE md ICO beins referred to collectively as "the Parties" and individuaJly as a 
"Party"). This Agreement covers services in the state of Florida ("State"). 

Whereas, GTE is an incumbent local exchange telecommunications company ("ILEC''), 
authorized to provide telecommunications in the state of"Florida"; and 

Whereas, ICG is a certified competitive local exchange telecommunications company which is 
authorized to provide local telecommunication services in the state of''Fiorida"; and 

WHEREAS, interconnection between competina Local Exchange Carriers ("LECs .. ) is necessary 
and desirable for the mutual cxchanae IDd tennin.ation of traffic originating on each LEC' s 
network; and 

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to exchange such traffic and related signaling in a technically and 
economically efficient manner at defined and mutually agreed upon points of interconnection; 
and 

WHEREAS, tbe Parties wish to enter into an aareemcnt to interconnect their respective 
telecommunications network:s on tenDS that lie' fair and equitable to both Parties; and 

WHEREAS, tbe Parties -am: that this Interim llnterconnect Apeement is :he fust step in an 
effort to comply with tbe requirements of Section 251 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996; 

WHEREAS, this is an interim Agreement, the Parties will continue to negotiate pursuant to the 
Telecommunications Act of 1996, any applicable state laws, and. as effective, the applicable 
FCC and swe regulations until they bave reached an qreement addressing all elements of said 
Act, laws, and regulations; 

NOW, TIIER.EFORE, in consideration of the mutUal provisions contained herein and other good 
and valuable consideration. the receipt md sufficiency of which are hereby ~owledged, GTE 
and ICG hereby covenant aDd aaree as follows:. 
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ARTICLE I 
SCOPE AND rNTENT OF AGREEMENT 

Pursuant to this Agreemem. the Parties will extend cenain arrangements to one another within 
each area in which they both opaate within the State for purposes of interconnection and the 
exchange of traffic between \heir respective networks. 

This Agreement will be submined to the Florida Public Service Commission (the 
"Commission"), and the Parties will specifically request that the Commission refrain from taXing 
any action to modify, suspend or otherwise delay implementation of this Agreement. For the 
tenn of this Agreement, the Parties shall not advocate before any legislative. regulatory, judicial 
or other public forum that any terms of this Agreement between the Parties be modified. 

· suspended or elimin•ted. Notwitbmndina this mutual commitment. the Parties agree that their 
entrance into this Agreement is without prejudice to any positions they may have taken 
previously, or may take in the future, in any legislative. regul110ry, judicial or other public forum 
addressing any matters, including matters related to the same types of arrangements covered in 
this Agreement. The Parties have agreed to the provisions of this agreement in the interests of 
addressing expedient business interests, and the terms and conditions herein are without 
prejudice to any position either party may take in the future and are not to be considered as 
precedent for any future qrecment.

I. General Definitipo3 

ARTICLE II 
DEFINITIONS 

Except as otherwise specified bcrcin. the following defmitions shall apply to all Articles 
contained in this Agreement. Additional definitions that are specific to the matters covered in a 
particular Article may appear in that Article. In the event of a conflict or discrepancy between 
the provisions of this Agreement or the definitions contained herein and the Act. or the 
regulations of the FCC or the rqulations of a Commission withiJl its stale of jwisdiction. the 
provisions and definitions of tbe Act or such reautations ahaU aovem.

BeUcore provides certain 
centra1ized teclmical md management services for the regional holding companies and 
also provides aenaic requirements for the telecommunications industry for products, 
services and technologies.

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ARTICLElll 
GENERAL PROVISIONS 

1. Scope pf GcnmJ Pmyiaipm. Except as may otherwise be set forth in a particular Article 
or Appendix of this Agreement, in which case the provisioN of such Article or Appendix 
shall take precedence, these General Provisions apply to all Articles and Appendices of 
this Agreement. 

2. Imn and Ienmnaripn. 

2.1 Imn. Subject to the termination provisions contained in this Agreement. the 
tenn ofthiJ Agreement shall be one year from the date the first access service 
request (ASR) from ICG or from another facility provider ordering on behalf of 
ICG, but no sooner than five Business Days after the Panics receive written notice 
of approval by the Commission and shall continue in effect for consecutive one 
(1) year terms until either Party gives the other Party at least ninety (90) calendar 
days' written notice of termination. which termination shall be effective at the end 
of the then-current term. 

22 P<m· Impjgerign Aalnacmcpta. Except in the case of termination as a result of 
either Pany' a default or a termination upon sale, for service arrangements made 
available UDder this Apeement and existina at the time of t.ermination. those

2.3 Imninftioo Upoo Qcfiw!L Either Party may terminate this Agreement in whole 
or in part in the event of a default by the other Party; provltUd however, that the 
ooo-defaultina Party notifies the defaultina party in writing of the alleged default 
and that the defaulting Party does not cure the alleged default within thirty (30) 
caleodar days of receipt of written notice thereof. Default is defined to include: 

(a) A Party's imolvency or the initiation of bankzuptcy or receivership 
proceedinp by or against tbo Pany; or 

(b) A Party's refUsal or failuze in any material respect property to ~orm its 
obligatioDI UDder this Aareement. or the violation by any Party of the material 
terms or condid0111 of this AgreemenL 
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2.4 IcnpjMtion Upon SaJe. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained 
herein. a Pany may terminate this Agreement as to 11 specific operating area or 
ponion thereof of such Party if such Party sells or otherwise transfers the area or 
portion thereof or if such Party ceases to operate within a specific operating aJU 

or ponion &hereof. The Party shall provide the other Party with at least ninety 
(90) calendar days' prior written notice of such tennination. which shall be 
effective on the date specified in the notice. Notwithstanding tennination of this 
Agreement as to a specific operating area, this Agreement shall remain in full 
force and effect in the remaining operating areas. The provisions of this paragraph 
shall not become effective until one year after the execution of this agreemcnL 

2.5 Liabili&y upon TmpjMtion, Termination of this Agreement. or any pan hereof. 
for any cause shall not release either Party from any liability which at the time of 
termination bad already accrued to the other Party or which thereafter accrues in 
any respect to any act or omission occurring prior to the termination or from an 
obligation which is expressly stated in this Agreement to survive tennination. 

3. Amcndmcnq. Any amendment. modification, or supplement to this Agreement 
must be in writing and signed by an authorized representative of each Party. The 
term "this Apeement" shall include future amendments, modifications, and 
supplements. 

4. Ayjpmcnt. Any assipmcnt by either Party of any right, obligation. or duty, in 
wbole or in part, or of any interest, without the written consent of the other Party 
shall be void. except that either Party may usign all of its rights, and delegate its 
obligations, liabilities and duties under this Agreement, either in whole or in part, 
to any entity that iJ, or that was immediately preceding such assignment, a 
Conttolcd Emity of that Party without consent. but with written notification. The 
eft'ectiveness of an assignment shall be conditioned upon the assignee's written 
assumption of the rishts, obligations, and duties of the assigning Party, 

S. Authnri&y. Eacll person whose sianature appears on this Agreement represents 
and warrants tbal be or abe bu authority to bind the Party on whose behalf be or 
sbe bas executed this Agreement.

6.1 Qiazutc. If Customer disputes a billina swement. Customer shall notify Provider 
in writina reprdina the tWUre and the basis of the dispute within 180 calendar 
days of tbe statement dale or the dispU!e shall be waived. Provider and Customer 
sba1l diligently work toward resolution of all billing ~. 
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6.2 Late Pavmcnt Ctw::Ke. If any undisputed amount due on the billing statement is 
not received by Provider on the payment due date. Provider may charge, and 
Customer agrees to pay, interest on the past due balance at a nue equal to the 
lesser of one and one-half percent ( 1 ~%) per month or the maximum nonusurious 
rate of interest under applicable law. Late payment charges sh.all be included on 
t!le next statement. · 

6.3 Jau. Provider shall charge and collect from Customer, and Customer agrees to 
pay to Provider, appropriate federal, state, and local taxes. except to the extent 
Customer notifies Provider and provides to Provider appropriate documentation 
that Customer qualifies for a full or partial exemption. 

7. Biwljng Effect. This Agreement sball be binding on and inure to the benefit of 
the respective successors and permitted assigns of the Parties. 

8. Compliaoe; with LaM and RcaulorioM. Each Party shall comply with all 
federal. state, and local statutes, regulations. rules, ordinances, judicial decisions, 
8Dd administrative rulings applicable to its performance under this Agn:emcnt.

Notbina in tbiJ section restricts either 
hrty from orderina and establilhin& funber access taDdem U'UDk groups in 
addition to the initial combi.natiollS described on Appendix A. 

1.4 Sinalc POI Model: For each OTE access tandem where ICG and GTE 
interconnect for the exd\lnae of lcx:al and intral..A T A toU and meet pci.nt 
Switched Access traffic. ICO and GTE agree that there will be a single POI 
located at the daiaaated DSX within the GTE Wlre Center. 

l .S Silins epd Strusturc oflntcmgnncstion Focilitiq: The Parties will mutually 
qree on the appropriate aizina for facilities hued on the SWJdards set forth in 
Section XII below. 1be interconnection facilities provided by each Pany at the 
tendem leYellball be~ with Altenwe Mark Inversion Line Code and 
supciiDame FoaDit Fnmi.Da (:AMij at either DS·l or DS-3 level, according to 
mutual forecullaad IOUild eqineerina practice, as murually agreed to by the 
Parties durina plmnina·forecasting meetings. 
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1.6 Twp-Way Trunk•: lnteTtOnnection will be provided via two-way tl'\lnks. 
Separale two-way tr'UDks will be established to exchange 1) local and intraLA T A 
toU and 2) meet point Switched Access traffic. 

1.7 Sjpljr.a Protosol: Tho Panies will interconnect their networks at the tandem 
level using SS7 signaling as defmed in GR-317 and GR-394, including ISDN 
User Part ("ISUP") for trunk signaling and Transaction Capabilities Application 
Part ("TCAP") for CCIS-based fcanues. 

1.8 Imc;rso!VH!&tjpn fasilitit;s: Unless expressly agreed to otherwise. the Panies 
will usc fiber transmission facilities co physically interconnect their netWorks. 

2. MEfiT-POINI IRUNKING AARANGEMENJS 

2.1 Two-way trunks may be established to enable ICO and GTE to jointly provide 
FOB and FOD Switched Access Services via a Gtt ~tandem switch. 

2.2 ICO may usc meet point trunks to send and reeeive FOB and FGD calli from 
Switched Access customers connected to GTE's acces.s tandem. 

2.3 ICG will imerc:onDect two-way tnm.k groups at each and every GTE access· 
tanclcm UDder which ICG's NXXs home using DS·l and DS-3 trunking separate 
from the tn.m.kina used for Local Interconnection Trunk Groups. 

2.4 In the cue of Switched Access Services provided through OTE's access tandem. 
GTE will DOt offer blocking capability for interexebange carrier traffic delivered 
to OTE's tandem for completion on ICG's network. GTE and ICG understand and 
agree that meet point tnmJdng arrangements arc available and functional only 
to/from Switched Access customen who directly connect with the tandems lA. t 
ICO subteods in each LATA In no event will GTE be required to route such 
traffic tbrouah more than one tandem for connection to/from Switched Access 
customers. OTE sbalJ have no responsibility to ensure that any Switched Access 
customer will accept traffic ICO directs to the Switched A~ custcmer. 
However, GTE will provide reasonable assistance to ICG to establish contact with 
providers oftoU service switched through GTE's access tandems. 

2.5 Common channel interoffice signaling shall be utilized in conjunction with meet­
poimtnmb. 

2.6 The Paniea will provide CCIS to one another in conjunction with aU two-way 
tnmk poups subject to the rates, terms and conditions specified in the Parties• 
respective acceu tlritfs (if applicable). ICO may establish CCIS intetconnections 
either diRctly or tbrouah a third-party, provided such third-party is interconnected 
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with GTE. The Parties will cooperate in the exchange ofTCAP messages to 
faclliwe full inter-operability of CCIS-based features between their respective 
networks including all CLASS features and functions. to the extent each carrier 
offers such featwa and functions to its own end users.• The Parties will provide 
all CCIS sisoallna including Charge Number, originating line information 
("OLI"), etc. For terminating FGD, vTE will pass Calling Ptu1y Number (CPN) 
if it receives CPN from FGD carriers. All privacy indicators will be honored. 
Where available, network signaling information such as Transit Network 
Selection ("TNS") parameter (CCIS platfonn) and Carrier Identification 
Code/OZZ (CIC/OZZ) infonnation (non-CCJS environment) will be provided by 
the Parties wherever such infonnation is n~cd for call routing or billing. The 
Panies will follow all OBF adopted standards pertaining to TNS and CIC/OZZ 
codes. 

2.7 All originating Toll Free Service calls for which GTE perfonns the Service 
Switching Point ("SSP") fimction (e.g. performs the database query) shall be 
delivered by ICG using GR-394 format over the meet-point trunk group. Carrier 
Code "Otto• and Circuit Code of"08" shall be used for all such calls. 

2.8 All origirwina Toll Free Service calls for which ICG performs the SSP function, 
if delivered to GTE, shall be delivered by ICG using GR-394 format over the 
meet- point trunk group for calls destined to IXCs, or shall be delivered by JCO 
using GR-317 format over the LocallntercoMection Trunk Group for calls 
destined to end offices that directly subtend GTE access tandenu. 

2.9 Originatina FOB calls delivered to GTE's tandem shall use GR-317 signaling 
format unless the assocWed FGB carrier employs OR-394 signaling for its FOB 
traffic at the serving OTE access tandem. 

2.10 ICG and GTE shall use their best efforts to negotiate the terms and conditions for 
meet-point bi11ing, including, but not limited to, the meet-point billina options, 
bill period, aDd excNnae of usage and billing data, and to sign such an agreement 
within a reasonable time from the effective date of this agreement For any meet­
point billing traffic exchanged by the Parties prior to execution aDd approval of 
the meet-point billing agreement ("prior traffic"), the Parties agree that the terms 
of the meet-point billing agreement shall apply to such prior traffic. The Parties 
will compeaure each other for such prior traffic in accordance with the terms of 
the meet-point billing agreement.

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2.11 The Parties will use best etTons to install meet-point local inte~oMection uunks. 
Orders between the Panics to establish. add. change or discoMect tnm.k.s shall be 
processed by use ofGTE's Access Service Request ("ASR .. ) process as described 
in GTE's :lJlvlh.<tble tariffs. Intervals for the installation of local int~oMections 
trunls shall be no greater than the installation intervals provided by GTE for 
feature group access trunks. 

2.12 Billing to intcrexchange carriers (including any future interexchange entities 
operated by GTE or its affiliales) for the Switched Access Services jointly 
provided by GTE and ICG via lhe meet-point billing arrangement sball be 
ICCOrdina to the multiple biWmultiple-t.ariffmethod. However, upon mutual 
qreement, the Parties may enter into a single bill arrangement. Switched Access 
dJaraes to third parties shall be calculated utilizing the rates specified in GTE and 
ICG respective federal and state access tariffs, in conjunction with the appropriate 
meet·point bill percentages specified for each meet-point arrangement either in 
thole tariffs. in the National Exchange Canier Association (NECA) No.4 tariff or 
any functional successor to the NECA No. 4 tariff. 

2.13 MPB will apply to all traffic bearing the 800, 888 or any other non-eeograpbic 
NP A which may be likewise designated for such traffic in the future, where the 
responsible pad)' is an IXC. In llhose situations where the responsible party for 
such traffic is other than GTE, full switched access rates will be charaed to the 
responsible LEC or CLC. 

3. LOCAL INTERCONNECTION mlJNK ARRANGEMENT 

3.1 Delcription 

The Parties shall reciprocally terminate local exclwlge traffic and intraLATA toll 
calls between each other's networks, as follows:

ICO may establish CCIS interconnections 
either direcdy or tbrouah a third pany. provided such third party is interconnected 
with GTE. In that evem. that tbird·pcty provider must present a letter of agency 
to GTE. prior to the testiDa of the interconnection. autborizing me third party to 
act on behalf of ICG in umsportina SS7 mes11aes to md from GTE. The Parties 
will c:ooper8IC in the exchange ofTCAP messaaes to facilitatc full interoperability 
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ofCCIS-based features between their respective netWorks. including all CLASS 
fcalW'e:S and functions. to the extent each carrier offers such features and functions 
to its own end usersl. All CCIS parameters will be provided including CPN. All 
privacy indicators will be honored. 

3.1.3 ICG ma) opt at any time to terminate to GTE some or all local exchange traffic 
and intraLA TA toll traffic originating on its network.. together with Switched 
Access traffic, via FGD or FOB Switched Access Services. subject to the rates. 
terms and cood.itiona specified in OTE's standard inuutate access tariffs. 

3 .1.4 Neither Pany shall tenninate Switched Access over Local Interconnection 
Trunks. 

3.1.5 lCO shall only deliver traffic over the LocallntercoMcction Trunk Groups to a 
GTE aceess tandem for those publicly dialable NPA NX:X codes served by end 
offices that subceud the access tandem or to those wireless service providers 
connected to the acc:as tandem. ICO may not route traffic •o a GTE access 
taMan dcstiDed for an NXX which subtends another tandem. 

3.1.6 So lona u ICO il employina a single switchina entity in a LATA which is 
savina NXX codes in tbll LATA. OTE wiU be allowed to deliver aU traffic 
desliDed for ICO It 1DY of the POls in that LATA set fonb in Appendix A 
aaacbed. WbaliCO deploys a secood switcbi.aa element in a LATA which 
serves NXX coda in tbll LATA. OTE wiU imrnt4iar:ely deliver traffic destined 
for ICG in IICCOr'diDcc with the end office servina arranaementa in the Local 
Exdwnae Routma Guide. 

In no case shall GTE be requ.imi to deliver calls destined to terminate at a 
ICO end office via anomer LEC's or CLC's end office or tandem. except in 
the case of OTE eDd offices which subtend a tandem provided by another 
eompmy. 

3.1.7 Where ICO deliven over the Local Interconnection Trunk aroup miscellaneous 
ooo-local callJ (i.e., time. weather. Mus Callina Codes) destined for GTE. it shall 
deliver such traffic in IICCOr'diDcc with the serving arrangements defined in the 
LERO.

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3.1.8 N11 codes (i.e. 411.611. 911) shall not be sent between ICG and GTE's network 
over the Locallnla'COnnection Trunk Groups. 

3.1.9 AltmWC Billed MMMi§: Each Party agrees to provide the other Party billing, 
coUecting .,d remitting services on alternate billed messages in accordance with 
accepted industry standards. 

3.1.9.1 Each Party will provide to the other the EMR standard formatted 
record for billing of messages to thei.r end users. The records will be 
excbanaed by way of the Party's CMOS host. the ColJect And Thini 
Numben Settlement (CATS) arrangement or ditecdy between the 
Parties via a tape or transmission. 

3 .1.9 .2 Each Party agrees to remit to the other Party the revenue value of each 
altmwe billed message less a billing and collection fee as reflected in 
Attachment C. 

3.1.9.3 Unbilllblc meuaaes will be the liability of the oriainatina company. 
Tbe billiDacompany muat retwn the unbillable messages to the 
oriainatina company pursuant to CMOS and EMR standard 
pide1lnes. 

3.1.9.4 UncoUectible messqes will be tbe liability oftbe billing company. 

3.1.1 0 Information Seryica Traffic. 

3. 1.1 0.1 RoYPna Each Party shall route lntraLAT A traffic for infonnation 
services (e.a. 900,916. Nll. wealbcr lines~ sporu line!. etc.) llw 
originates on iu I'JCtWOrk to the appropria&e information services 
platforms connectecl to the other Party's netWork over the lntraLA T A 
trunks. 

3.1.10.2 Brmrdina The Party on whose network the information services 
tllftic origineted (the MQripwina Party'') shall provide the recorded 
caU detail infol'IDMion to the Party to wbose information platform the 
information services traffic termi.nated (the ''Terminating Party''). 

3 .1.1 0.3 Blpc;ktpr NoJ\ing !in thiJ Arreement shall restrict either Party from 
offaina to its end uacr customers the ability to block the completion of 
information service traffic. 

3.1.11 For tbe purpote of providina eod·to-end ISDN capabilities between the customer 
of ICO IDd OTE, ICO will provide GTE an initial forecast of 64 Kbps Clear 
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Channel Capability ("64K CCC") tnmk qwuitieJ by the effective dale of this 
A~ent. consistent with the forecasting qreements between the Parties. Upon 
receipt of this forecut, the Parties will begin joint planning for the engineering, 
procurement. and inmllation of the segregated 64K CCC LocallntercoMCCtion 
Trunk Groups. and the ~ ·-d B8ZS ESF facilities, for the sole pwpose of 
transmitting 64K CCC datacalb between ICO and GTE. Where additional 
equipment is ~uired. such equipment would be obtained. engineered. and 
inslalled on the same basis and with the same intervals as any similar growth job 
for IXC, CLC, or GTE intcmal customer demand for 64K CCC trunks. 

3.1.12 The Panies agree to excbanae traffic of third-parties other than lXCs between the 
Parties over the Locallmerconucction Trunk Groups. ThiJ transit function is an 
amnaement whereby either Party may provide swhchina and tr1n1p0rt to third 
party traffic throuah its taDdem and then interchange that traffic with the other 
Party's connecting end office. l'be Pa,"'1ies recognize that traffic belongs to the 
oriainating Company. Neitber Pany shall identify traDSit traffic·as that belonging 
to the Pany providina the trmlit traftic service. Both Panies recopize the need 
to execute a seperate apeement between the oriainating ana tenni.D.ating 
companies. The Party performing the transit switching shaH identify the 
oriainaring third Party for whom transit switchina is provided to the terminating 
third Pany. Upon request &om the receivina Party and if technically feasible, the 
Party providing the transit switclUug sba11 block traffic from the daignlled third 
pcties. The Parties alJO agree to provide the necessary record in an Electronic 
Mcuaae Record (EMR) format to facilitate billing between the receiving and 
oriJinaring parties. 

3 .1.13 The Panics will DOt charge each other for any call that they originate to any 
wireless provider NP A NXXs that are shown in the LERO as being resident in 
either a GTE or ICO 8CCCSS tandem or the wireless provider's Mobile Telephone 
Service Office ("MTSOj wbich directly subteDd the access tandem. However, 
tbe Parties aaree to reaegotiate this arranacment for local exchange traffic from 
third party wireless service providers wben such providcn are granted authority to 
provide exchanp service by the Commission or either the FCC or the 
CommiaioD orden GTE to provide wireless in&ercoDDCCtion with the 
compenution termJ other than are currently set fonh in OTE's existing wireless 
iarerc:onoection coD1rlc:tl. 

3.2 Compensation for Call Termination

Notwi(bstandina the following, the Parties agree to funber ncgotiale to amend 
tbil Aarwmra with rqard to compemadon for the tennination of local calls 
(II dacribcd in dlia leetion) in accordaDce with any funbet IDd final FCC

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call termination between LECs and CLCs. The Parties agree to compensation 
for traffic interChange u set fonh belo~. 

3 .2.1 The following compensation rates shall apply for the exchange of local traffic 
carried from ICO to GTE via GTE access tandems and traffic carried from GTE to 
ICO:

3.2.1.1 Mutual Compensation: Subject to section 3.2. 1.2 of this Agreement. 
the Parties shall compensate each other for the exctwlge of Local 
Traffic in accordance with N>pcndlx C attached to this AgJeement and 
made a pan hereof.

GTE 
sball pay a triDiit rate in accordance with Appendix C attached to this 
Apeemcnt wben OTE originates a call and uses a ICO switch to get to 
a third pmy LEC, aootber CLC, a wileless service provider or another 
GTE 1CCCS1 taadem, !fiCO receives a call through OTE's access 
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tandem that originates from another CLC, LEC, or wireless provider. 
lCO will DOl cbarae OTE any rate elements for this call, regardless of 
wbetber the call is local or toll. lCO will not route calls through GTE's 
access tandems to any other CLC, LEC or wireless provider with 
which OTE has not entered into an interconnection agreement. ( f such 
call are nonetheless so routed, OTE will nol complete such calls. 

3.2.5 For intral.A TA Toll Free Service c:alls where sw:h service is provided by one of 
the Parties. the compensation set fonh in Sections V 3.2, above shall be charged 
by the Party originating the call rather than the Party terminating the call. In 
addition, the Parties shall negotiate and agree upon charges to compensate the 
oriainaring Party for performing the Automatic Messaae Accounting (" AMA ") 
fuoction and transfening AMA records to the other Party. The Party which 
pcrforma the dettbue dip shall charae the originating Party for that service and 
send the originarlna Party an AMA record sw:h that the originating Party can bill 
the provider of the toll free service. 

3.2.6 McuuremeDt of minutes of use over Local lnte:rcormection Trunk groups shall be 
in actUal conversation seconds. 1be total conversation seconds over each 
individual Local Interconnection Tnmk Group will be totaled for the entire 
monthly bill-round and then rounded to the next whole minute. 

3.2.7 Each Party will provide to the other, within 20 calendar days after the end of each 
quarter (commencing with the fim full quaner after the effective date of this 
Apeement) a usaae repon with the following information regarding traffic 
delivered over the Local lntcn:onnection Tnmk: amnaements: 

3.2.7.1 Total traffic volume described in terms of minutes and messages and 
by call type (local, toll and other) delivered to each other over the 
Locallnte:rcormec:tion Tnmk Groups;

3.2.7.3 The parties will bill each other on a monthly basis and will agree upon 
the appropriate PLUto apply durina the initial three month period.

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3.3 Compensation for Use of Facilities for Local Interconnection 

The Panies agree to the following compensation for internetwork facilities. 
depending on facility type. 

3.3.1 Mid-Span Fiber Mo:t: GTE wtU charge special acuss (flat rated) transpon from 
the applicable inuastate access tariff and will rate charges between the POI and 
GTE's interconnection switch. Charges will be Rduced to reflect the _ 
proportionate share of the facility that is used for transpOrt of traffic originated by 
GTE. ICO will cbarae flat wed transport to GTE for ICG facilities used by GTE. 
ICG will apply charges based on the lesser of; (i) the airline mileage from the POI 
to the ICG switch; or (ii) two (2) times the airline mileage from the GTE switch to 
the servin& area bowx.lary. 

3.3.2 Vjnual EIS: GTE will charge Virtual EIS rates from the applicable GTE tariff. 
ICG will charge GTE flat rated ttanspon to reflect the proportionate share of the 
facility that is used for 1rlnSport of traffic originated by GTE. lCG will apply 
cbar&es bued on the 1eacr of; (i) the airline mileqe from the POl to the ICG 
switch; or (ii) two (2) times the airline mileage from the GTE 5\\~tch to the 
servina area bowwiary. 

3.3.3 Pb,yaisal Collor,erion. GTE shall provide to ICG physical collocation of 
equipment necessary for interconnection or for access to unbundled network 
elements pumaant to the termsiDd conditions in the applicable GTE federal and 
staSe colloc:adon tariffs. Provided however, nothing conW.ned in this Agreement 
in any way affects ICG's right to cballenae any provision of the tariff before an 
appropriate regulatory body pumwU to the procedures of that body. 

3.3.4 Special Ac;cea. The facilities shall be provisioned using either GTE facilities or 
jointly owned facilities for the purpose of establishing the Local Interconnection 
Trunk Groups as apeed to by both Parties. lftbe special access facilities are 
solely provided by GTE. GTE will cbar&e special access rau:s from the applicable 
GTE imlaate 1CCCSS tariff IDd ICG will charge GTE flat rated triDipon to reflect 
the propor1iooa~e share of the specialacceu facility that is used for nnspon of 
traffic oripnetecf by GTE. Should the facilities be jointly provisioned ICG will be 
raponaible for the cost of the apecialaccca: facilltict obtained from any third 
pcty. OTE will be responsible for the cost of the 1pecial access facilities within 
OTE's special accca service area. Tbe Parties may mUlUally agree to a different 
melbod ofbi.lliq IbiD deacnoed above. 

3.3.5 lftbe Panics murually qree on an intetconnection facilities arrangement that is 
DOt contemplated by Paragraph 3.3.1, 3.3.2, 3.3.3 or 3.3.4 above, the Parties agree 
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to negotiate a compensation arrangement fer such facilities and to amend this 
Agreement accordingly. 

4. Maintenance of Service 

A Maintenance of service charge aoplies whenever either Party request$ the dispatCh of 
the other Party's penonnel for purposes of performing maintenance activity on the 
interconnection 0'\.Cks. and any of the folJowing conditions exist: 

4.1 No trouble is found in the interconnection trunks; or 

4.2 The trouble condition results from equipment. facilities or systems not provided 
by the Party whose personnel were dispatched; or 

4.3 Trouble clW"UM:e did not otherwise require a dispatch. and upon dispatch 
requested for repair verification. the interconnection trW1lc does not exceed 
Maintenance Limits. 

If a Maintenance of Service initial charge has been applied and trouble is 
subtequemly found in the facilities of the Party whose pmonnel were dispatched, 
the charge wiU be canceled. 

Billina for Maiotc:nancc of Service shall be calCJOri.zcd and billed pumw:n to the 
terms ofGTFs tari.ff, and ICG's applicable tariff. 

5. EM Uscr Bcpejr Ca}l Rcfmab 

5.1 In answering repair calls, neither Party shall make disparaging remarks about each 
other, nor sbaU they use these repair cal1J as the basis for internal referrals or to 
solicit customers to market services. Either Party may respond with factual 
information in answering customer questions. 

5.2 ICO and OTE wiU provide their respective numben to one :mother.

6.1.1 Each Party shalJ establish procedura whereby its operator bureau will 
coord.iDate with the operator bureau of the other Party in order to 
provide Busy LiDe Verific:atioa ("BLV") and Busy Line Verification 
IDd 1menupt ("BL VIj services on callJ between their respective end 
UICrl.

1.1.1 ICG will be able to order trunk-side interconnection services and facilities from 
GTE through a direct electronic interface over the GTE Network Data Mover 
("NDM") in a nondiscriminatory manner. Orders for tn.Jnk~side interconnection 
will be initiated by m Ac:cess Service Request ("ASR") sent electrorucaUy by ICG 
over the NOM. ASR.I for tnmk-side interconnection will be entered electronically 
in1o GT£s Carrier Ac:c:ess Management System ("CAMS") to validate the 
request, identify any errors. and resolve any errors back to ICG. CAMS is a 
family of GTE system~ comprised primarily of EXACT ITIJF. SOG/SOP, and 
CABS. 

1.1.2 The use of CAMS to suppon I CO's requests for trunk-side interconnection will 
operate in the followina manner. GTE will ro\lle the ASR through its data center 
to oae of two National Access Orderina Centers ("NAOC"). The ASR will be 
entered electronically into the EXACTITIJF system for validation and correction 
of errors. Erron will be refaaed blck to ICG. ICO then will correct any errors 
th8l GTE baa identified ad resubmit the request to GTE el«ttonically through a 
supplemental ASR. OTE then will translate the ASR into a service order for 
provisioaiDa and billina. In order to conven the ASR into a service order, GTE 
pei'IOODei must apply the ncccrury elements to provision the service 11nd include 
the billable elemeuts aec:essary for OTE to bill ICG for the services provided. 
This appliC81ion also requires a detenni.nltion of the acc:esa tandem to end office 
reWioDibips with the service requested.

Admiailtndive Group ("DBA •) ad the Special Savices C()ntrol Center 
(•sscc•) will be tbe two most important datiNrions at this Level. The DBA 
loc:alion will identify codes for the appropriate GTE switch in order to provide the 
fuactions required by the ASR.

1.2.2 Most LSRJ will be used either to transfer an existing GTE customer to ICG or to 
request JeiVice for a new customer wbo is not an existing OTE customer. 
Depmdina oo the siUIItioo, di1ferem information will be required on the LSR. 
LSRs for a comcnioo of a GTE local c:uaomer to ICO must include information 
relldDa to all exitrina, new tDd diJcoaDec:ted services for that customer, including 
tbe cuaomer's --. type of rervi<:e desired, location of servia; and fearures or 
opdoal the CUICOIDer desires. For service to a new C\lltOmcr who is not an 
e:xisrina OTE cuaomer. the LSR must comaln the cUJtomer's name. service 
eddlra, savice type, services, options, features aad ALEC daJa. If mown. the 
LSR lhou1d iDclude the telephone number IDd due date/desired due date. 
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1.2.3 While ICO wou.ld have its own customer information and the SAG/GTE products 
on tape from OTE, ICO would not have the due date or new telephone number for 
new customers since that information is contained in GTE's systems. Therefore, a 
process is required to provide thls infonnation to I CO. GTE itself does not have 
uniform :sccess to this information electronicaUy. Until there is agreement on 
electronic interfaces, ICG has agreed that an 800 number is the method that will 
be used. The 800 telephone number will connect ICG directJy to GTE's NOMC 
service representatives. When ICG receives a request for basic: services from a 
new local service customer, ICO will call GTE's NOMC tluoup the 800 number, 
IDd. while the new cuatomer is on bold, OTE will provide the due date for service 
and tbo new telephone number for that customer. At the same time, ICG wiU give 
GTE the new customer's name, service address and type of requested service (I.e., 
Rl, 81). GTE will enter that information into its SORCES or SOLAR service 
orderiDa systems to be held in suspense unliliCO sends the confmning LSR. 
ICO will then return to its customer holdina on the line and provide the due date 
aDd new telephone number. 

1.2.4 After coocludina the telephone c:all with the new customer, ICG will complete a 
confirmina LSR for the new service and send it electronically to GTE's dala 
ccmcr for processing. Upon receipt, GTE will m.atc:h the LSR with the service 
order suspended in OTE's system, and if there is a DWCh, GTE will process the 
LSR. After the LSR is processed, GTE will tn.DJmit confirmation electronically 
to ICO through the NDM that tbe LSR bas been processed. providing a record of 
the telephone number and due date. ICO will be required to submit the 
c:oofuming LSR by 12:00 p.m. each day local time, as defined by the location of 
the service address. lfiCG fails to submit the LSR in a timely manner, the 
suspended LSR will be considered in jeopardy, at which time GTE will assign a 
new due date upon receipt of the delayed LSR for such customer requests and 
notify ICG of the change. 

1.2.S Number assignments and due dale schedules for services other than single line 
service will be usigncd within approximately twenty-four (24) hours after GTE's 
receipt of the LSR usina the staDdan1 Firm Order Confirmation ("FOC") report 
scat elecuonically 10 ICO over the NOM, thereby providiq a record of the newly 
establilbecl due date. An exception would be a multi·line hunt group, for which 
the pilot number will be provided via the 800 number proccu. The other numbers 
then will be provided throuJ h tho nonnal electronic confirmation process. 

1.2.6 The processioa of specifically requested telephone numbers (called "vanity 
numbers") is as follows. GTE will work with ICG on a real time interface to 
process VIDity numben while I CO's eustomer is still on the line. If a number 
10hltion can be atablisbed expeditiously, it will be done while the customer is 
still on the line. If ex1enlive time will be required to find a solution, GTE service 
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representatives wiU work with ICG rep~tatives off line as GTE would for its 
own cUSlOme:rs. For all of this, the basic wiff guidelines for providing telephone 
numbers will be followed. 

1.2. 7 Once the order for line-side interconnection service is established. it is moved for 
provisioning to the nellCl system level. Here, GTE will validate and process the 
LSR to estlblish an KCOunt for ICG and, if GTE continues to provide some 
residual services to the customer, GTE will maintain a GTE account In GTE's 
syaem, GTE's account is called the Residual Account and lCG's account is 
referred to as the ALEC Acx:ount.

1.2.8 With the account established and any engineering and facility assi~ent 
complete, GTE then will transmit electronically a record to GTE's CZT field 
penonnel if physical interconnection or similar activity is required. The CZTs 
will provision the service and then electronically confinn such provision in the 
SOLARISORCES system when completed. The accounts then will be transmitted 
to GTE's Customer Billing Services System ("CBSS .. ). GTE shall provide to 
100 a service completion repon.. Call records for actual service provided to ICG's 
CUIIOma1 on GTE facilities will be transmiaed &om GTE's switches through 
some usage min& systems {BIP, UMS), screened and eventually delivered to 
CBSS for the geueration of bills. 

1.2.9 CBSS is a different system than CABS, and it is the one that GTE will utilize to 
produce the required bills for resold services, unbundled elements and local 
number pol1ability. CBSS will crea1e a bill to ICG for resold services and 
unbuadled elcmeaiiS along with a summary bill master. Daily unrated records for
