Dear Mrs. Bayo: 

Pursuant 10 section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, BeiiSouth 
Telecommunications, Inc. and BellSc nh Cellular Corporation, a Commercial Mobile Radio 
Service Provider, are submitting 10 the Florida Public Service Commission an amendment to 
their negotialcd qrcement for the intereonnec:tion of their networks and the jjjjfl!!ndUng Qf 
specific network elements offerod by BdiSouth Telecommunications, Inc. The a,rec:ment was 
negotiated punuant 10 JOctions 251, 252 and 271 of the Act. An initial intettonnc:ction 
a,reement between these two parties is already on me with the Commission. 

Punuant 10 section 252(e) of the Act, the Commissioo is chaJled with approving or 
rejecting the negotiated agreement between BeiiSouth Telccommunica.ions, Inc. and BeiiSouth 
Cellular Corporation within 90 days of its submission. The Commission may only reject such 
an agreement if it finds that the a,reement or any portion of the agreement discriminates agllinst 
a telecommunications canier not a party 10 the agreement or the implcmenuuion of the 
agreement or any portion of the agreement is not consistent with the public Interest, convenience 
and necessity. Both parties represent thai nelth.er of these reasons exist as 10 the agreement they 
have negotiated and that the Commission should approve their qreement.

INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN 
BELLSOUTH CELLULAR CORP. AND BELLSOUTH TELECOMMUNICATIONS. INC. 

EFFECTIVE 
JANUARY I. 1997 

Pursuant to Ibis Aareement (the "Amendment"), BellSouth Cellular Corp. Md BeiiSouth 
Teleeommunleations, Inc. , hereinafter refemd to collectively as the "Parties". hereby agree to 
amend that certain Interconnection Aan:ement between the Parties effective JanUAt)' 1, 1997 
("lnten:oMCCtlon Apeement"). 

NOW THEREFORE. In consideration of the mutual provisions contained herein Md 
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which an: hereby 
acknowledged, BeUSouth Cellular Corp. llld BellSouth Telecommunications, lnc.hereby 
coveDMt and agree u follows: 

L. The Parties agree that BeLISouth Telecommunications Inc. will offer Md 
BciiSouth Cellular Corp. will acct 11 the revised local interwnncction rates set forth in 
Attachment B-1 to Ibis Amcodment, which is incorporated herein by reference, in Md for the 
states of Alabama, Florida, Georg\&, Kentucky, Louisiana and Mississippi. The revised rates 
shall be deemed effective on the dates i.ndica.led in Anachm.ent B-1 . 

2. The parties agm~ that Section XI of the Interconnection Agreement entitled 
"Provision of Operator Services" is hereby ddeted in its entirety from the Interconnection 
Agreement. 

3. The Parties agree tha1 Anachment A to the Interconnection Agreement is hereby 
deleted Md replaced with Anachment A 10 this Amendment, which is incorporated herein by 
reference. 

4. The Parties agree that except as specifically modified by this Amendment all 
other provisions of tho Interconnection Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 

S. The Parties further agree that either or both of the Parties is autho.rizcd to submit 
this Amendment to the approptriato Slat.e public service comm.isslon or other, rcaulatory body 
having jurisdiction over tho subject ma11er of thi1 Amendment, for approval subject to Section 
252( e) of the Telccommunlcatlona Act of 1996.
