BellSouth Telecommunications, 
Inc. (BellSouthl provides service to the Debary, Deland, Orlando, 
and Sanford exchanges. The Buetis, !1:!:. Dora, and Umatilla 
exchanges are located in the Gainesville LATA. The Debary, Orange 
City, Orlando, and San.tord exchange• are located in the Orl.ando 
LATA. The Deland exchange i e located in the Daytona Beach LATA.

02(2) , 
Flor i da Statutes, states that basic l ocal telecommunication3 
serv ice for a local exchanqe telecommunications company includes 
any extended area service (EAS) routes, and extended call inq 
serv ice IECS) i n existence or o rdered by t he Comm! s:J!on on o r 
befo re July 1, 1995 . The savinqs cl ause in Section 364. 385121 , 
Florida Statutes, set s forth the situations in wh ich t he o ld law 
rather than the new law is appl i ed. Specifically, it provides t hat 
a l l applications !or EAS o r ECS pendinq befo re the Commission on 
March 11 19951 shall be qoverned by the law as it ex isted p r ior to 
July 1, 19951 and that upon approval , the EAS o r ECS routes shall 
be considered basic services. 

Resolutions and petitions requestinq EAS or ECS Ciled after 
Ju ly 1, 1995, are problematic in liqht o f the revis ions t o Chapter 
3641 f'lor ida Statutes. Sectio n 364. 385 (2 1 1 Floc i da Statu t es, 
prov ides that: 

Proceedinqs i ncludinq j udicia l review pendinq on Ju ly I, 
1995, shall be qoverned by the law as i t existed prior to 
the date on which this section becomes a law. No new 
proceedinqs qoverned by the law as i t e xisted prior to 
July 1, 1995, s hall be initieted after July 1, 1995 . Any 
administrative adjudi cato ry pcoceedinq wh ich has nol 
proQcessed to the staCJe o r a hearinq by July 1, 1995, 
may, with the consent o f all part i es and the commission, 
be conducted in acco rdance with the law as it e x isted 
prior to January l1 1996.

Thus, based upon the revisions to Chapter 364 , f or any docket. 

originated after July 1, 1995, the re can be no new PSC-o~dered EAS 
or ECS based on the old law for companies that have elected price 
regulation . BellSouth and Sprint opted f or price regulation , 
effective January 1, 1996 and January 2, 1996, r espectively (Docket 
No. 951354-TL, Order No. PSC-96-0036-FOF-TL and Docket No . 960075-
TL, Order No. PSC-96-032-ror-TLl . If EAS o r ECS is i mplement ed 
after that date, it would be under the terms of the new law . It i s 
clear that £AS or ECS implemented after Jul y 1, 1995, becomes part 
o f non-basic service. Since EAS or ECS requested after July 1, 
1995, would become a non-basic service, the Commiss ion i s wi thout 
jurisdiction to require the price- regulated LECs to i mplement EAS 
or ECS. Since Lake County's r equest was tiled on June 4, 1997, t he 
decision to implement £AS or ECS is solely withi n the d i s c ret i on o f 
the price-regulated LECs, rather than this Commission.
