ORDER GRANTING WAIVER 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN b y the Florida Public Service 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose interests are 
substantially a ffected files a petition for a formal proceeding , 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administrative Code. 

I . BACKGROUND 

Sprint Communications Company Limited Partnership (Sprint LP ) 
holds Pa y Telephone Certificate No. 5359 with an effective 
regulation date of June 11, 1997. 

On May 6, 1997, Sprint LP filed a petition for a waiver of 
those rules and po lici e s currently prohibiting it from providing 0+ 
local and 0+ intraLATA calls from store-and-forward pay telephones 
located in confinement facilities. The Notice of Petition for 
Waiver was submitted t o the Secretary of State for publication in 
the Florida Admin istrative Weekly pursuant to Section 120.542, 
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Florida Statutes. No comments were s ubmitted during the comment 
period, which ended June 6, 19 97. 

Sprint LP c urrently doe s not provide serv ice within the state 
of Florida. The Company plans to install sophisticated premises 
equipment in confinement institut ions that permit i nmates to ma ke 
outgo ing, collect -only calls wi t hout the a ss i s t ance o f a 1 i ve 
operator. The company's s e rvice is pro v i de d t hrough telephone 
instruments connected to a central ize d c a ll processing unit with 
store-and-forward capability. 

II. DISCUSS I ON 

We have already issued Order No . PSC- 96-0884- FOF-TP 
implementing 1+intraLATA compe t it i o n via presubscript i on for non ­
LEC pay telephone providers and ca ll aggregators. We have also 
granted exemptions to allo w t e lephone p rov iders to hand le O+local 
and intraLATA traffic in conf i nement facili t ies . Thre e small rate­
of -return regulated LECs f i led prote sts to the Or ders granting 
those exemptions; however, each p rotest has been withdrawn. 

There seems to be no c ompe lling reason to continue the 
prohibition against p ay t e lephone prov iders in confine ment 
facilities handling local and intraLATA calls o n a collect basis 
since the Florida Statutes have b e en amended t o permi t competit i on 
for local telephone service, and we ha v e been i nstructed to 
encourage such competition. Section 364 .01(4 ) (e) , Florida 
Statutes, instructs us to, "Encourage all prov iders of 
telecommunications services t o i nt r oduce new o r e xperimental 
telecommunications services fre e of unnecessary r egulato ry 
restraints." Section 364.01(4 ) (f ) , Florida Statutes , i nstructs us 
to "eliminate any rules and/ or regulations which wi ll delay or 
impair the transition to compe t it i on." 

Allowing Sprint LP to handle l ocal and intraLATA 0+ calls from 
confinement facilities will facilitate compet i tion a s the company 
will be able to more effectively compete f o r t hos e sites where the 
traffic is predominately local and intraLATA. Thus, Sprint LP has 
demonstrated that the purpose of Chapter 364 .01, Florida Statutes, 
the underlying statute, would be served by g ran t ing of t his waiver 
request. Further, Sprint LP has demonstrat e d that enforcement of 
the requirement would violate principles of fairness a s the 
requirement no longer appears necessary. Sprint LP is capa b le of 
providing 0+ local and 0+ intra.LATA s e rvice immedi a tely a s the 
technology is already in place within the pa y t elephone. We 
believe it is reasonable to allo w Sprint LP t o handle this traffic 
in our present competitive environment . 
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III . CONCLUSION 

Upon c o nsideration, Sprint 
it to handle 0+ l ocal and 0+ 
facilities is hereby granted 
120.542, Florida Statutes .

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that Sprint 
Communications Company Limited Partnership's Petition for a waiver 
of those rules and policies currently prohibiting it from providing 
0+ l oca l and 0+ intraLATA calls from store-and-forward pay 
telephones located in confinement facilities is hereby g r anted. It 
is further 

ORDERED that the provisions of this Order, issued as proposed 
agency action , shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the form provided by Rule 25-22.036, 
Florida Administrative Code, is received by the Director, Division 
of Reco rds and Reporting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee, 
Flo rida 32399-0850, by the close of business on the date set forth 
in the "Not i ce of Further Proceedings or Judicial Review" attached 
hereto. It is further 

ORDERED that a protest filed by a local exchange company shall 
be applicable only to that local exchange company's territory and 
shall not prevent Sprint Communications Company Limited Partnership 
from carrying this traffic in a non-protesting LEC's territory. It 
is further 

ORDERED that in the event this Order becomes final, this 
Docket shall be closed.
