Tho Commission should impose a $500 fine or 
cancel tho company' o certificate if tho fine and tho regulatory 
assessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are 
not received by the Commieaion ~ithin 5 business dayo after the 
conclusion of the 21 day protest period. The fine should be paid 
to the Florida Public Service Coanieaion and forvarded eo the 
Office of tho Comptroller for deposit in the State General Revenue 
Fund pursuant eo Seceion 364.285 ( 1), Florida Statutes. If the 
Commission• o Order io noe protested and the fine and the regulaeory 
aosessment feeo, including seatutory penalties and interese , are 
noe received, cereificate number 3506 should be canceled.
