RBOOMMBNDATIQNi Yeo. Tho Commlooion should impose a $500 fine or 
cancel the company ' s certificate if the fine and the regulatory 
assessment fee s , i ncluding statutory penalties and interest, are 
not received by the Commh•ion within s business days after the 
conclusion of the 21 day protest period. The fine should be paid 
to the Florida Public Service Commission and forwarded to the 
Office of the Oo=ptroller for deposit in the State General Revenue 
Fund pursuant to Section 364.:285 (1), Florida Statutes. If the 
CO<mlisaion• a Order ia not protested and the fine and the regulatory 
assessment fees, including statutory penalties and interest, are 
not received, certificate number 2648 should be canceled. 
(Biegaloki) 

STAff AHALXSI Si Rule :25-4.0161, Florida Administrative Code, 
requires the payment of regulatory assessment fees by January 30 of 
the subsequent year for telecommunications companies, and provides 
for penalties and interest as outlined in Section 350.113, Florida 
Statutes, for any delinquent amounts. 

On Septem.oer 2, 1!197, staf.f learned that American had not 
submitted the regulatory assessment fees for the year 1996, along 
with statutory penalties and interest chargee . Therefore, the 
company haa failed to comply with Rule 25-4.0161, Florida 
Administrative Code. 

Accordingly, staff recommends that the Commission assess a 
$500 fine for fa ilure to comply with Commission rules or cancel 
certificate number :2648 if the f ine and the regulatory aoaeasment 
fees, along with s t a tutory penal ties and intereot, are not paid 
within the opacified time.

Since the 
Commission cannot readily identify which IXC providea eervice to 
American, the Commiseion should order all certificated IXCs to 
discontinue oorvice to American if Ameriron fa11P to comply wi th 
the termo of the Oommieaion•e order resulting from these 
recommendation•.
