Upon review 
of t heir applications , it appears that these entities have 
sufficient technical, financial , and managerial capabil i ty t o 
provide such service. Accordingly, we hereby grant to each of 
these entities the certificates depicted below , which shall

If thi s Order becomes f inal and effective , it shall serve as 
eac h entity's certif icate . It should, therefore , be retai ned by 
each enti ty as proof of its certification . 

In additio n, Section 364 . 337 (2) , Florida Statutes , requires 
ALECs which provide basic local telecommunications service to 
provide access to 911 services. This Commission has no rules 
specifying the 911 services that either an incumbent local exchange 
company (ILEC) or an ALEC must provide ; however , 91 1 service that 
i s inferior to that provided by the ILEC wo uld c l e arly not be in 
the p ublic interest. Accordingly, we find that Section 364 . 337(2) , 
Florida Statutes, requires ALECs which provide basic l ocal 
telecommunications services to provide at least the same level of 
911 services as that provided by the ILEC serving the same area . 
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Based on the f o r e going , it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that we 
hereby grant, t o the entitie s listed herein, certific ates to 
provide alternative l ocal e xchange telecommunications service , 
subjec t to the terms a nd condit ions set f o r th in the body of this 
Order. It is further 

ORDERED tha t t h is Ord e r shall serve as each entity ' s 
cer tific ate and s hould be retained as proof of the certification. 
It i s f u rther 

ORDERED t hat e ach alterna tive local exchange compa ny whi c h 
provides basic local telecommunications services shall provide at 
l eas t the same l eve l of 911 services as that provided by the 
incumbe n t l oca l e xchange company serving the same area. It is 
f u r t her 

ORDERE D t hat a ny protest to the action proposed herein shall 
specify the ent i ty or entit ies t o wh ich it applies . It is furthe r 

ORDERED t hat . i f a protest is filed as to the certi f icatio n of 
any p a r t i c ul a r e n t ity or entities , t hat protest shall not prevent 
the action pro p osed herein from becoming fi nal with regard to the 
r e maining e n t i ties l is ted in this Order . I t is further 

ORDERED that the provi sions of this Order , issued as proposed 
agency a c tion , shall become final and effective unless an 
appropriate petition, in the f o rm p rovided by Rule 25- 22 . 036 , 
Florida Administ rative Cod e , i s r eceived b y the Di r ector , Division
