In restricting emergency ralidf to unique circumatancas, we have attempted to encourage ~imely seeking of rate relief. aAA, A....SL.. Order No. PSC-94-1053-POP-WS, Order Denying Petition for Emergency Ratea or for Racon.ideration of Order No. 24653, In Be; Application for 8taff-Aftietod Rato Cf•o in ygluaia County by PtNB ISLANP trl'ILITX CORPQRATIOR, 94 PPSC 8: 510, August 29, 1994 (emergency rates denied because appropriate only where immediate and urgent need in very unique cirCWIIIItancesl. a. Hera, Lake Suzy is not in receivership, although itl operating expenses exceed its revenues by a significant amount. The utility has requosced an 01118%9ency increase ill nvenue of $23, s 79 or 61 .11,. The requested increase includes the recovery ot tho difference between annual rev"enues and total operating e.xpen.ees. 
Lalce Suzy•s ratu have only bean increued through price index and pu1 t .hrough application.s from 1987 through 1991. The utility baa never bad a prior rate oa1a1 therefore, ito present financial

situation baa existed for some time. No evidance of a unique 
circumatance which precipitated an emergency baa been presented, 
except for perhaps the utility not coming in and seeking timely 
rate relief .
