NOTICE OF PROPOSED AGENCY ACTION 
ORDER APPROVING MERGER 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

NOTICE IS rt2REBY GIVEN by the Florida Public Se r vice 
Commission that the action discussed herein is preliminary in 
nature and will become final unless a person whose i nte r ests are 
substantially affected files a petitio n for a formal proceeding, 
pursuant to Rule 25-22.029, Florida Administ rative Code . 

Pursuant to Section 364.33, Florida Statutes , a person may not 
acquire owne rship or control of any telecommunicat ions facility , or 
any extension thereof for the purpose o f providing 
telecommunications services to the public, including the 
acquisition, transfer, or assignment of majority organ izational 
control or controlling stock ownership, without p rio r approval from 
this Commission. 

By letter dated August 29 , 1997, SmarTalk TeleServices, Inc . 
(SmarTalk) a nd ConQuest Operator Telecommunications Services Corp. 
(ConQuest), parent company of ConQuest Opera tor Services Corp . 
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(ConQuest Corp. ) , holder of Interexcha nge telecommu n i c a tio ns 
Certific a t e Number 2 669 , filed a joint r equest f o r Coi'T':niss i o n 
approval of merger of ConQuest wi th SmarTalk . Co nQuest Cvr p. ha s 
stated that, following t h e consummat i on of the merger , i t wi ll 
continue to maintain its cur r ent c ertific ate and ta r i f f o n f i l e 
with this Commission. 

We determine that t he p roposed merger between ConQues t and 
SmarTalk is in the public interest and , a ccordingly , we hereb y 
approve t he merger . 

Based on the f o regoing, it is 

ORDERED by t h e Flor ida Public Servi ce Commission that the 
merger between ConQuest Operator Telecommunica t ions Servic es Corp . 
and SmarTalk TeleServ i c e s , I nc. is hereby approved . It is f u r ther 

ORDERED t hat t he p rovisions of this Order , i ssued as proposed 
agenc y actio n, s h a l l become fi nal and effective unl e ss a n 
appropriate petition, in the fo rm provi ded by Ru le 25- 22 . 0 36 , 
Florida Administrative Code , i s r e ceived by the Direc t o r , Di v isio n 
of Reco rds and Reporting, 2540 Sh umard Oak Boulevard, Tal l ahassee , 
Florid a 32399- 0850, by t he close of business on the date se t forth 
in the "Notic e o f Further Proceed ing s or J udi c ial Review" attached 
hereto . It is furt her

This 
petition must be received by the Directo r, Division of Records a nd 
Repor ting, 2540 Shumard Oak Boulevard, Tallahassee , Florida 32399-
0850 , by the close of business on December 16 , 1997 . 
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In the a bsenc e of such a petition, this o rc er shall become 
effective on t he day subsequent to the above da te as provided by 
Rule 25-22 .029( 6 ) , Flo r ida Administrative Code . 

Any objection o r protest filed in this docket before the 
issuance date of this order i s considered abandoned unless it 
satisfies the foregoing condi t ions and is renewed within the 
specified protest period. 

If thi s o rder becomes f i na l a nd effective on the date 
described above, any party substantially affected may request 
judicial revi ew by the Florida Supreme Court in the case of an 
electric , gas o r tele pho ne ut i lity o r by the First District Cou r t 
of Appeal in the case of a wa t e r o r wastewater utility by fili ng a 
notice of appeal with t he Di rector , Division of Records and 
Reporting and filing a copy o f the notice of appeal ~ nd the filing 
fee with the appropriate court . This filing must be completed 
within thirty ( 30 ) days of t he e ffective date of this order, 
pursuant t o Rule 9 .110 , Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure. The 
notice of appeal must be in the fo r m specified in Rule 9 . 900(a) , 
Florida Rules of Appe l late Proce du r e . 
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
