This section is comprised of l/4 acre locs, and 
due to lhc closeness of home sites the developers were denied building permits by Marion County 
because ort' te IBC:k ofa ""tral aystcm for wotc.rand sewogo. The Rainbow Springs· Utllldc1 L.C., 
which Is 11 very small system, was bullt 10 SlllisiY thU one nccd .......... thc need to develop the CountrY 
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Club £slates. Tberc Ia abtolllldy no way the present facilltles can handle the odditioiUII services if 
extended to the 'Voodl•nch RCtion. And then there's the factor of location. The diSWlce bctv.un 
our section and tho fllclllties, compounded wiih its small aizc, would c:teate odditi0041 bcad.ocbes for 
tbe residents' of Rainbow Spriop. It bas been mentioned that Chase intend~ to build anoiher service 
faciHty for our section alone. We've been told this too would be at tbe resiclenu' expense. ALL 
homeowners In the Woodlonds section arc on I+- acres and have install.ed their own cxpensi vc 
systems and do DOt need, or want, tbe scrvioes of Rainbow Springs • Utilities L.C. Most of our home 
owners/property OWDCI'I (90%) arc mired and living on a fixed i.ncomc. Most have established a 
homo which 1 )JltOSCiltl a major investment and C4D not afford to pay lhousands of doll••: mo~ to 
satisfy the greed of others. 

BIISically, we do not wish to have thiJ applicatl.on for extension appi'C)Wd; therefore. we request thAt 
the Florida Public Service CommiJslon delay any fonnal aetlon on ibiJ INitter until the property 
owners of the Woodlands ICdion of Rainbow Springs bas bad ample time to meet, oblain legal 
assistance and foi'III8l.im a plan ~garding ibiJ action. We feel an odditioiUll 30 to 60 day delay 
would be sufficient and fair. To be cxc:ludcd or denied any delay In tbiJaction will cost the property 
owners of Rainbow Spril\p, Marlon County many thousands of dollars. We also request that any 
IIC1ion in this mattc1' by the Plorido Public Service Commission be lq)Oncd to us 10 we e<>n retpond 
accordingly.
