As you are W~:llawarc, since May 1995 the telecommunications industry in Florida has been 
in a continuous process of implementing era codes in Florida. During that time, the industry has 
implemented live new area codes in Florida, bringing the total number of area codes in Floridn to 
nine (9). In discussions with the numbering administrators about future edausu of Florida area 
codes, it is apparent that this trend does not appear to be slowing do"n. Therefore, the Florida 
Public Service Commission is undcnaking a major utilinuion study of all area codes in Florida in 
nn attempt to determine whether numbering resources arc being used in an efficient manner. In 
addition, the Commission intends 10 review other aspects such as number pooling and ra1e eenlcr 
consolidation 10 delermine if these approaches could extend the life of ate3 codes tluoughout 
Florida.
