1998, Florida l'owcr Corporation moved the Commossion 10 

reconsider Order No. PSC-98-0073-FOF-EI Florida l'owcr Corporation arl!ucd that the 

Commissoon erred in using the production-related separation factor tbr all ocatin~ a credit of the 

unbundled transmission revenue 10 the retail fitel cost recovery clause Rather, Florida l'owcr 

Corporation seeks that the allocation be based on the transmission-related separation factor 

determined for base rates 

2 The Commission should reject Florida Power Corporation's motion because 11 could 

result in the compan)' ovcreaming on a to tal company basis 

3 The sc,aration of the transmission charge> docs not increase Florida l'ower 

Corporation's actual transmission costs, but docs allow the company to collect addnion"l revenues 

Since the entire transmission revenue requirement is already covered in base rates. the incremental 

collcclion is simply nn udditional revenue windfall 10 the compnny If the addouonal revenues ~•e not 

used directly and Immediately 10 offset other revenues being collrcted from customers, the total 

comp1ny revenues will exceed the requirement established to provodc n reasonable return 
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4 The Citizens find no evidence through which the ComnusstOn can detcmtine to an 

acceptable degree of specificity and ceminty 

{i) how transmission rates are established for the wholesale jurisdiction, 

{ii) exactly which wholesale customers Me suppo11ing the capital transtt~ission 
costs, nnd, 

(iii) whether and by what mc;:hnnisrn those customers wtll receive the entire 
benefit of the incremental reve~tUe) 

5. Without information to satisfy the questions enumerated abo\'c, the Commission 

would merely be granting Florida Power Corporation windf311 revenue if it were to adopt the 

company's recommended separation factor Florida l' owcr Corpora tion 's overall cotn!'any 

transmission revenue would be Increased. while its actual revenue requucmcnt rcmatns constant 

WHEREFORE. the Citiuns of the State of Flonda respect full) urge the Public Scf'\occ 

commission to reject Florida Powc:r Corporation's /\lo tion lor Reconstderation
