On May 8, 1996, MHU filed an application to amend its 
Certificates Noa. 340-W and 297-S (Docket No. 960576-WS) . On 
June 13, 1996, Pa8co County (County) filed an objection to the 
application and a petition for administrative hearing atating, 
among other thing•, that the County would aoon provide service to 
certain of the parcels included in MHO's amendment application. 
The hearing wa• held on May 13-14, 1997 in Pasco County. 
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
