6 8 ,  Florida Sta tu tes ,  as 
well as t h e  procedures and time limits that apply. T h i s  notice 
should  not  be construed to mean a l l  requests f o r  an administrative 
hearing or judicial review will be g r a n t e d  or r e s u l t  in the relief 
sought. 

Any p a r t y  adversely affected by this order,  which is 
preliminary, procedural or intermediate i n  n a t u r e ,  may request: 1) 
reconsideration within 10 days p u r s u a n t  t o  R u l e  2 5 - 2 2 . 0 3 8 ( 2 ) ,  
F l o r i d a  Administrative Code, if i s s u e d  b y  a P r e h e a r i n g  Officer; 2 )  
reconsideration within 15 days pursuant to Rule 25-22.060, Florida

gas or telephone utility, or t h e  First District Court of Appeal, in 
t h e  case of a water o r  wastewater u t i l i t y .  A motion for 
reconsideration s h a l l  be f i l e d  w i t h  t h e  Director, Division of 
Records and Repor t ing ,  in the form prescribed by Rule 25-22.060,  
Florida Administrative Code.
