6. The Services to be Offered by Applicant 

Oltronics intends to subscribe to all forms of local telephone service in the State of Florida 

including: local dial tone services. Message Telephone Service. Wide Arca Telephone Service. 

WA TS-like services. Foreign Exchange Service. private lines. tic lines. access service. local 

switched services. Oltronics intends to provide service to both residential and business class 

c ustomers throughout the entire State of Florida. 
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7. Communications Network aad Tecbaical Support 

Oltronics submits this application to provide facilities-based telecommunications services 

that will be provided over the networks of incumbent local exchange carriers that it has contracted 

with. 

8. How Competition Will be Enhanced if tbe Applicant is Allowed to Enter the Market. 

Oltronics proposes to acquire and resell various voice and data communications services 

offered by communications common carriers. and to package and provide these services for the 

specialized functions and needs of its customers. In particular. services will be acquired from 

underlying communications common carriers at bulk rates and will be resold to applicant's 

customers, so that customers will benefit from reduced pricing. The experienced management. 

technical, and operations expertise of the Oltronics team will enable Oltronics to begin offering 

competitive high-quality service immediately upon the grant of the authority requested herein. 

In addition to reduced pricing. the introduction of Oltronics services will promote 

competition and lead to greater efficiencies and more rapid introduction of new technologies in the 

use of telephone service. Thus. Commission grant of this application will significantly serve the 

public interest through enhanced competition in the market for local services through the addition of 

a well managed new entrant into the local market. 

9. Formal Complaints

involved in any formal complaint or other investigatory or enforcement proceeding.

1. Parties. The parties to this merger are OLTRONICS, INC., a 
New Jersey corporation which was incorporated on November 25, 1986, 
and assigned Corp. No. 0.1.00318262, and which became qualified to 
transact business in the State of Florida on April 6, 1989, pursu­
ant to Certificate P23753, tiled in the office ot the Secretary ot 
State ot Florida (the "New Jersey corporation''), and OLTRONICS OF 
FLORIDA, INC., a Florida corporation under certificate V30049 tiled 
with the Secretary ot State ot Florida on April 16 , 1992, effective 
April 13, 1992 (the "Florida corporation"). OLTRONICS OF FLORIDA, 
INC., the Florida corporation, shall be the surviving corporation. 

· 2. Plan ot Merger. The following plan of merge r was approved by 
the Board ot Directo~s ot the New Jersey corporation and the Board 
of Directors ot the Florida corporation on J une 1/!7/, 1992: 

PLAN OF MERGER 

WHEREAS, OLTRONICS OF FLORIDA, INC., a Florida corporation, 
hereinafter called the "Florida corporation" or the "surviving cor­
poration", is a Florida corporation; and 

WHEREAS, OLTRONICS, INC, a New Jersey corporation, hereina!ter 
called the "New Jersey corporation" · is a New Jersey corporation 
authorized to transact business in the Stat• of Florida; and 

WHEREAS, the aqqreqate number of .issued and outstandinq shares 
ot stock of the New Jersey corporation is 100 shares ot common 
stock, all ot which are owned legally and beneficially by Robert N. 
Oliver, the sole shareholder ot that corporation; and 
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WBERE.AS, the aqqreqate number ot issued and outstandinq shares 
of stock of the Florida corporation is 500 shares of common stock 
with a par val11e ot One Dollar ($1. 00) per share, all ot which are 
owned legally and beneticially by Robert N. Oliver, the sol• share­
holder ot that corporation; and 

WHEREAS, it is desirable tor the benefit o! each of the corpo­
rations and their shareholders that the properties, businesses, 
assets, and liabilities o! all corporations be combined into one 
surviving corporation, which shall be OLTRONICS OF FLORIDA, INC., 
and which shall be incorporated under the laws of the State of 
Florida. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration o! the premises and .the mutu­
al agreements herein contained, and in accordance with the applica­
ble provisions of the laws of the State of Florida and the State of 
New Jersey, the parties do hereby agree as follows: 

1. Merger. Th• New Jersey corporation shall be merged with 
and into the Florida cor~,ration, and the Florida corporation does 
hereby merqe the New Jersey corporation with and into itself. On 
and after the effective d~te of this merger: 

(a) The Florida corporation shall be the surviving cor­
poration, and shall continua to exist ag a domestic corporation 
under the laws of the State of Florida, with all of the rights of 
such surviving domestic corporation as are provided by the Florida 
General Corporation Act. 

(b) The ~ew Jersey corporation shall cease to have a 
separate existence, and its assets and liabilities shall become the 
assets and liabilitfes ot the Florida corporation as the surviving 
corporation. 

2. Articles ot Incorporation: Bylaws. The Articles or In­
corporation and Bylaws ot ' the Florida corporatioll •hall continue As 

the Articles . of Incorporation and Bylaws of the survivinq corpora­
tion, except that Article I o~ tha Articles o~ Incorporation shall 
be amended to change the name of the survivinq corporation to 
OLTRONICS, INC. 

3. Directors. Tha Directors ot the· Florida corporation 
shall b~ the Directors of the surviving corporation until their

4. Otticers. The otticers of the Florida corporation shall 
be the officers of the survivinq corporation until their successors 
a.re duly elected and qualified under the Bylaws ot the survivinq 
corporation.
