Each telephone station shall allow incoming 
calls to be r eceived, with the exception o f 
those located at penal institutions, hospitals 
and echoole, and at locations speci ti cally 
exempted by the Commission. There shall be no 
charge for r eceiving incoming calls. Requests 
tor exemption f r om the requirement that each 
telephone station allow incoming calls shall 
be accompanied by a completed t~RM PSC/CHU-2 
(12/94), which is incor porated into this rule 
by reference. 

Each company has submitted a properly completed Request to 
Block Incoming Calls tom tor each ot the instruments identitied on 
page 5. Staff has reviewed each fom and round each to have been 
signed by the owner or officer ot the pay telephone co~any, the 
location owner, and the chiet of the law enforcement aqency of the 
jur isdiction in which the pay telephone is located. 

By siqninq FORM PSC/CH0-2 (12/94), each pay telephone company 
has agreed to provide central oftice-based intercept at no charge 
to the end-user and to prominently display a written nvticc 
directly above or below the telephone number which states • tncominq 
calls blocked at the request of law enforcement. • Fur thermore, 
there is lanquaqe on t.he tom above each o t the t.hree parties 
siqnatures which states •1 am aware that pursuant to Section 
837.06, Florida Statutes, whoever knowinqly makes a Calse statement 
in writinq with the intent to mislead a public-servant in the 
performance of his official duty shall be quilty ot a misdemeanor 
ot the second deqree.•
