ORDER APPROVING AMENDMENT TO EXISTING INTERCONNECTION AND 

UNBUNDLING AGREEMENT 

BY THE COMMISSION : 

On May 6 , 1998 , BellSouth Telecommunications , Inc . (BSTJ and 

PrimeCo Personal Communications , Inc . (PrimeCo ) filed a reque!::t 

for approval of an amendment to the exist ing i nterconnection and 

unbundling agreement under the Telecommunications Act of 1996 , 47 

U. S . C . §252 (e) of the Telecommunicatio ns Act of 1996 (the Act) . 

The agreement is attached to this Orde r as Attachment A and 

incorporated by reference heroi~ . 

Both the Act and Chap ter 3 64 , florida Sta Lutes , encou1 age 

parties to ente r into negotiated agreements to bring about local 

exchange competition • a s quickly as possible . Under the 

requirements of 47 U. S.C . § 252 (e) , negotiated agreements must be 

submitted to the state commissio n for approval . Section 252(e) (4) 

requires the state to reject or approve the agreement w1 thin 90 

days after submission or it shall be deemed approved . 

This a me ndme nt to Lhe exisL1ng governs t:h(' tcldt ion:d11p 

between the companies regarding local .l.nterconnect:on and the 

exchange of traffic pursuant to 47 U. S . C. § 251 . Under 47 U. S . C . 

c 'Y!. '·' I ' •• T: 
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§ 252 (a) (1) , the agreement shall include a detailed schedule of 

itemized charges for interconnection and each service or network 

element 1ncluded in the agreement . 

Upon review of the proposed agreement , we believe that it 

complies with the Telecommunications Act of 1996; thus, we hereby 

approve it . SST and PrimeCo must also file any supplements or 

modifications to their agreement with the Commission for review 

under the provisions of 47 U. S . C. § 252{e) .

ORDERED by the florida Publ1r Service Commission that the 

in tei.connect ion and unbundling agreement between BellSouth 

Telecommunications, Inc . and Pr1meCo Personal Communications , Inc ., 

as set forth in Attachment A and incorporated by referer.ce '.n th1s 

Order, is hereby approved .

L. P. pursuant to Sections 251, 252 and 271 of the 

Telecommurucations Act of 1996 

Dear Ms. Bayo: 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, BeiiSouth 

and Primeco Personal Communications, L. P. a Commercial Mobile Radio Service 

provider, are submitting to the Florida Public Service Com.m.ission their second 

amendment to the negotiated agreement fo r the interconnection of their networks and 

the unbundling of specific network elements offered by BeliSouth. The amendment 

was negotiated pursuant to sections 251, 252 and 271 of the Act 

Pursuant to section 252(e) of the Act, the Com.m.ission is charged with 

approving or rejecting the negotiated amendment between BeUSouth and Primeco 

Personal Communications, L. P. within 90 days of its submission. The Com.m.ission 

may only reject such an amendment if it finds that the amendment or any portion of 

the amendment discriminates ag~ o telecommunications carrier not a party to the 

amendment or the implementation of the amendment or any portion of the amendment 

is not consistent with the public interest, convenience and necessity. Both parties 

represent that neither of these reasons exist as to the amendment they have negotiated 

and that the Commission should approve their amendment.

INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT BETWEEN

PRlMECO PERSONAL COMMUNICATIONS, L.P. ("PrimeCo") AND BELLSOUTH 
TELECOMMUNICATIONS, INC. ("BeiiSouth") 

WHEREAS, pursuant to sections 25 I and 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, 
PrimeCo and BellSouth entered into an intercoMection agreement (the "Agreement") for the 
rates, terms, and conditions of the exchange of traffic berween the parties to be effective April 1. 
1997; 

WHEREAS, the Agreement was approved by the Alabama Public Service Comrrussion 
on June 9, 1997, by the Florida Public Service Commission on July IS, 1997, by the Georgta 
Public Servtce Commission on July I , 1997, and by the Louisiana Public Servtce Commission 
on August 27, 1997; 

WHEREAS. the Agreement provided for an initial LATA-wide Additive that was includea 
in Type I and Type 2A rates, subject to further negotiation by the parties; and 

WHEREAS, PrimeCo and Bell South have negotiated a fmal LATA-wide Additive as set 
forth herein. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual provisions contamed herein and 
other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of •which are hereby 
acknowledged, PrimeCo and BeiiSouth hereby covenant and agree as follows: 

I. Section V of the Agreement is hereby revtsed to read as follows: 

V. Modification of Ratet 

The LATA-wide Additive reflected in A"achment B- 1 for Type I o.nd Type 2A rates 1s 
1ntended to compensate BeliSouth for addiuonal transport and other costs assoctated wtth 
transporting and terminating Local Traffic throughout a LATA instead of only within local 
calling areas as defined by the Commission as of the Effective Date. From the Effective Date 
until the expiration or termination of the Agreement. the LATA-wide Addiuve shall be the rate 
per minute in each state as set forth in Attachment B-1 (Amended). The parties shall make the 
adjustrnen~. or ''true-up" described in the original Section V of the Agreement for the purpose of 
applying the final LATA-wide Additive back to the Effective Date of the Agreement. 
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2. Attaclunent B-1 of the Agreement is hereby revised and replaced with Attaclunent 
B-1 (Amended) appended hereto and made a part hereof. 

3. The parties BSI"" that except as specifically modified by this Amendment all 
other provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 

4. The parties further agree that either or both of the parties is authorized to submit 
this Amendment to the Commission or other regulatory body having jurisdiction over the subject 
matter of this Amendment for approval subject to Section 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act 
o f 1996.
