A 
Customer or Authorized User may only use a recording device ifthe Customer or Authontcd 
User complies with the requirements of this section and is able to connect or disconnect the 
recording device, or tum the recording device on or oiT, at will. 

2.14.1 Customers or Authorized Users may record a conversation if the Customer or 
Authorized User first obtains written or verbal consent to the recording of:dl p.m H.'s
