ORPER CORRECTING TERRITORY PESCRIPTION 
ANP CLOSING DOCKET 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

The Sugar Mill system was transferred to Southern States 
Utilicies, Inc. i n 1987 in Docket No. 870936-WS. By Order No. PSC-
97-0427-FOF-WS, issued April 16, 1997, the Commission approved the 
name change from Southern States Utilities, Inc. to florida Water 
Services Corporation (Florida Water or utility). In a recent 
review, the utility discovered an error in the territory 
description on its tariff. The problem stems from a transcription 
error in the first paragraph of the current description. The 
beginning paragraph of the current description as submitted in 
Docket No. 921014-WS reads as follows: 

All of Section 42 of the Joseph Banal Grant , l ocated in 
said Section 10 and also a portion of U. S . Governme nt 
Lots 3 and 4 in said section 10 

The beginning paragraph of the description should read: 

Section 42 of the Joseph Banal Grant, and a l so a port i o n 
of U.S. Government Lots 3 and 4 in Section 10 
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The current description is obviously misstated since Section 42 
cannot be located in Section 10. Accordingly, on June 15, 1998, 
the utility requested that the territory descripti on on its tariff 
be corrected. 

Based on the above information, we find that it is in the 
public interest to grant Florida Water's request t o co rrect its 
territory description in Volusia County in Certificate Nos . 238-W 
and 182-S to include the territory as described in Attachment A. 

The utility has returned its certificates t o inc lude the 
corrected territory and filed revised tariff sheets that refl e ct 
the corrected territory description. 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Service Commission that the 
request of Florida Water Services Corporation, P.O. Box 609520, 
Orlando, Florida 32860-9520, to correct the territory description 
in Volusia County in Certificate Nos. 238-W and 18 2-S as described 
in Attachment A is hereby granted. It is further
