ORPER APPRQVING RESALE AGREEMENT 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

On October 30, 1998, GTE Florida Incorporated (GTE) and Paul 
Vairo d/b/a Rehook1 (Rehook1) filed a request for approval of a resale agreement under 47 U.S.C . §252(e) of the Telecommunications 
Act of 1996 (the Act). The agreement is attached to this Order as Attachment A and incorporated by reference herein. 

Both the Act and Chapter 364, Florida Statutes, encourage parties to enter into negotiated agreements to bring about local 
exchange competition as quickly as possible. Under the 
requirements of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e), negotiated agreements must be submitted to the state commission for approval. Section 252(e) (4) 
requires the state to reject or approve the agreement within 90 
days after submission or it shall be deemed approved. 

This agreement covers a two-year period and governs the 
relationship between the companies regarding the resale of tariffed 
telecommunication services. Under 47 U.S.C. § 252(a) (1), the 
agreem~nt shall include a detailed schedule of itemized charges for interconnection and each service or network element included in the

agreement . Tte agreement states that telecommunications services 
provided by GTE for resale will be available for purchase by 
Rehook1 at varied discount rates. 

Upon review of the proposed agreement, we find that it 
complies with the Telecommunications Act of 1996; thus, we hereby 
approve it. GTE and Rehook1 must file any supplements or 
modifications to their agreement: with the Comrr.ission for review 
under the provisions of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e). 

Based on the foregoing, it is 

ORDERED by the Florida Public Serv:.ce Commission that the 
resale agreement between GTE Florida Incorporated and Paul Vairo 
d/b/a Rehook1, as set forth in Attachmen t A and incorporated by 
reference in t his Order , is hereby approved . It is further

agreement must be filed with the Commission for review under khe 
provisions of 47 U.S.C. § 252(e). It is further

"servic:el") that may be purchaHd from GTE and resold by RE·HOOK 1 and the tenns and 
conditions appticable to such resold seMcel. Except u specificajly provided otherwise in this 
Agreement. provilioning of Exchange SeMcel for male will be governed by the GTE Guide. 
GTE wil make available to RE·HOOK 1 for reuJe any Telecommunications SeMce that GTE· · 
currently offera, or may offer hereafter. on a retail basil to sublcriberl that are not 
telecommunications carriers, except u qualified by Section 2.1 '*ow. 

2. Ttant and Coodltignl. 

2. 1 Rtttrictlona on RuM. The following rtttrictions shall apply to the reuJe of retail 
servicea by RE·HOOK 1. 

2.1.1 RE-HOOK 1 shaiJ not re..U to one clau of customera a semce that is offem by 
GTE only to another dati of customers in ICCOI~ with awe ~

~eMcee unlea RE-HOOK 1 pa~ the monthly interim univeraal Hrvice support cbatge 
set f0t1h in Appendix A. GTE believes that this interim surcharge is required by state and 
federai law.
